3 Review of release 5/ WT06 input documents 

3.1 S5-026149: TS 32.322 V0.0.4 Test Management IRP: IS
S5-026149 contains the updated draft of the Test Management IRP: IS (V0.0.4). It was discussed together with the Ericsson comments (S5-026138) on this. The following changes were agreed to be included in S5-026149.

· It shall be clarified that the name tester object (TO) is a general term encompassing the generic TO, VSE TO and test category specific TO.

· The association between IOC TesterObject and IOC TestInvocation shall be navigable in both directions.

· A rolename shall be added to the IOC TesterObject in the association between the IOC TesterObject and IOC TestInvocation. This rolename will allow to identify an instance of TestInvocation to identify the associated instance of TesterObject.

· The attribute testInvocationInitiator of the IOC TesterObject shall be conditional.

· The attribute timeoutPeriod is renamed to maxTestingPhaseDuration.

· The ITU-T concept of test categories shall be supported. This implies that the test category specific TOs defined in X.737 shall be used, or, in case these do not fullfill all requirements for a specific test, the corresponding VSE TOs shall inherit from them. In Rel-5 only the Resource Self Test TO is supported. In later releases, depending on the need, more test category specific TOs can be added.

· A VSE test category specific TO shall be supported. This TO shall inherit from the generic TO. Also the VSE test category specific TO may be specialized further. The VSE test category specific TO is intended for tests that do not fit into one of the test categories defined in X.737. A vendor may also claim 3GPP compliance to a certain release in case that a specific test fits into one of the ITU-T test categories without that the corresponding ITU-T test category specific TO is supported in this release supposed that this test category specific TO will be supported in a later release than the current one. The vendor shall provide the corresponding CR in due time.

· The operation monitorTest shall have a realization relationship with the IOC TestManagemement IRP.

· The operation initiateTests shall support a mechanism allowing to set the initial attributes of TOs.

· The operation initiateTests should allow to set the TestInvocation attribute maxTestingPhaseDuration. All tests initiated by one invocation of initiateTests have the same value for maxTestingPhaseDuration.

· The operation monitorTest shall allow to read not only the TO attributes testState and testOutcome, but also other attributes in case the VSE TO has additional attributes providing information about the test execution.

· Also a file based transfer of test results shall be supported. The agent decides if test results are transfered to the manager by notifications or in a file. The notification notifyTestResults shall be extended to support also the file based transfer.
