· Achievements:

· 90% complete. Following Analysis of the input documents (See below for Notes), the following progress on work Tasks is reported..
WT1 – Rework 32.140 including incorporating the Subscription Management Role Model:

BT presented an updated draft of 32.140 containing editorial corrections. This was reviewed within SWG A and a number of additional changes were agreed and issues identified for clarification. The editor agreed to update the draft inline with the meeting agreements and propose changes where issues were raised. A revised document will be presented to SA5#24. The meeting supported the target of seeking approval of SA5#24 to submit the TS to TSG#14 for information.

The baseline text for Generic User Profile (Stage 1) was reviewed and will be used to update 32.140. 

A contribution on Parlay “Service Description” was presented. It was not clear if SA5 and OSA experts had a common understanding of the relationship between this OSA and Telecomms Management. A figure showing SA5’s understanding was produced and Geoff Caryer (BT) and Frank Peeters (Alcatel) agreed to use this to discuss with Parlay experts within their companies and report back to SA5#24. A joint meeting with OSA experts was requested (see WT3 below).

A contribution proposing an additional requirement for Trading Partner interfaces was accepted.

The first version of the TR on Service Operations Management (SOM) was also available to the meeting but could not be reviwed due to lack of time. The editor will produce an updated draft for review 

WT2 – Further Analysis with regard to a potential HSS management interface for subscription Management:
