SA5 noted AWS’ desire for a Vote in SA5 on Alignment with ITU (spec involved 32.303) and encouraged the SA5 members to continue discussion by email etc. and to report progress at the next SA5 meeting in Cork.

SA5 also noted that for the time being AWS was the only 3GPP Individual Member in favour for this proposal.

The proposal is reproduced below in its entirety:

AT&T Wireless Services wish to inform the membership of SA5 that AWS intends to propose that SA5 vote on the alignment of the 3GPP Notification IRP Corba Solution Set with the ITU Corba Framework. This Contribution is for information and is not yet an actual request for a vote. AWS would still prefer to see a resolution of the issue within SWG C.

The central issue that concerns AWS is that a UMTS Element Manager using a Corba interface that conforms to the 3GPP Notification IRP cannot communicate notifications to a Network Manager that conforms to the ITU Corba Framework. While the two specifications are nearly identical in regard to notifications, the differences preclude any ability to actually communicate so long as both systems conform to the respective standards. 

AWS’ network includes non-3GPP telecommunications equipment. It would be unreasonable to expect the non-3GPP specific equipment to use 3GPP standards. AWS therefore desires to integrate the management of its entire network through the use of ITU standards and, in the case of Corba interfaces, on the use of the ITU Corba Framework. AWS believes that ultimately all wireless operators have these same needs. 

While making the 3GPP Notification IRP compatible with the ITU Corba Framework is not sufficient to achieve all the compatibility required, it is an independent and necessary step. At this time, AWS is seeking changes to the 3GPP Notification IRP that will support a mode of operation that allows an ITU compliant manager to receive and process notifications from 3GPP compliant equipment.

To this end, AWS has made the proposal given below. While Ericsson claims that the AWS proposal is too inefficient, no specific alternate proposal has been offered. Ericsson has suggested that a solution based on “typed events” would be a more acceptable solution. 

While AWS prefers it original proposal, AWS would also find the alternative proposal given below an acceptable alternate. The intent of this proposal would be for SA5 to direct SWG C to develop its most acceptable proposal for inclusion in Release 6.

AWS is still considering other alternatives to these proposals and would like constructive feedback from SA5 members.

AWS Proposal:

The 3GPP SA5 shall modify the IRP specified by TS 32.303 Notification IRP: Corba Solution Set and all Corba Solution Sets that use Notifications so that the Notifications sent over Itf-N from a 3GPP compliant agent will be compliant with ITU Q.816 subclause 6.2 NOTIF 7 and ITU Q.816 subclause 6.2 NOTIF 9 when appropriate allowed options are selected.  Specifically the compliance shall be achieved in the following manner.

1) Full names that are compliant with NOTIF 7 shall be used instead of the abbreviated names currently used in the Notification IRP.

2) Additional changes to the notification format to align it with the ITU format will also be made. The changes, which remain to be specifically agreed upon, shall not change the functionality of the 3GPP Notification IRP.

3) An optional Solution Set dependant parameter may be added (if this is the wish of SA5) to the subscribe Operation. This parameter will control the use of long or short names. If this parameter is not supported then long names will be used.

4) The 3GPP Notification IRP: Corba Solution Set will be modified so that it conforms to ITU Q.816 [2,10] subclause 6.2 NOTIF 9. This will be done by incorporating the OBF Quality of Service parameters, ConnectionReliability and EventReliability, into the solution set. These parameters will be set as follows: ConnectionReliability = Persistent and EventReliability = Persistent or EventReliability = BestEffort.

5) A Conformance section, which is now required by TS 32.102, be added to TS 32.303 that will state what is required for an implementation of TS 32.303 to claim conformance to the ITU Recommendation Q.816 [2,10]. Specifically, this conformance statement will include the requirements that an implementation must meet in order to claim conformance to the ITU Corba Framework when the appropriate parameter values have been selected for the Subscribe Operation.

An Alternate Proposal:

The 3GPP SA5 shall modify the IRP specified by TS 32.303 Notification IRP: Corba Solution Set and all Corba Solution Sets that use Notifications so that the Notifications sent over Itf-N from a 3GPP compliant agent will be compliant with ITU Q.816 subclause 6.2 NOTIF 7 and ITU Q.816 subclause 6.2 NOTIF 9 when appropriate allowed options are used.  SWG C shall include the approach they find the most acceptable in Release 6.

The Working Group Chairman and Vice Chairmen shall be elected by the Working Group from amongst the Individual Member representatives. Each Working Group shall elect a maximum of two Vice Chairmen.

A candidate for TSG or Working Group election shall provide a letter of support from his Organization and nominations may be made up to the point when an election takes place.

...

The Chairman and the Vice Chairmen shall be appointed for a two year term of office. The Chairman and Vice Chairmen may be appointed for one further consecutive term. If no other candidates are available, the Chairman or Vice Chairmen may be appointed for a further term. Regular TSG elections shall be held every two years in the March time frame in odd numbered years.

...

Chairman and Vice Chairmen should not be from the same region, Organizational Partner, or from the same group of companies, unless no other candidate is available.

Successive Chairmen should not be from the same Organizational Partner, the same region or from the same group of companies, unless no other candidate is available. This does not apply to special/regular successive elections.

...

If a TSG or Working Group Chairman or Vice Chairman have a change of company affiliation (job change) during their term of office, a new letter of support shall be provided. The decision for the Chair or Vice Chair to continue in office shall be made by consensus of the affected group. If consensus cannot be achieved, an election shall be held for the office. At the Working Group level the election is for a two year term. ...

Article 28: TSG or WG voting for the election of TSG or WG Chairman and Vice Chairman In the case where there is more than one candidate for TSG or WG Chairman or Vice Chairman, a secret ballot shall be used.

Reason: ongoing communication with CN4/SA3 (Information to be collected in MGW, security concerns when transmitting sensitive information like IMSI/IMEI across the Mc Interface).

TSG approval target remains 06/2002.

SA#14 noted that this adds Trace into IMS (which is missing in GSM 12.08).

The future of GSM 12.08 to be decided at SA5#27 (04/2002).

SA#14 asked SA5 to investigate on possible work to be done by other 3GPP groups (CN, (GE)RAN) and to report back at SA#15. Some of the findings:

· CN1 needs more information on requirements for a trace activation mechanism in SIP. CN1 cannot include trace functionality in Rel-5.

· RAN3 informs that the availability of the IMSI and IMEI in the RNC for trace purposes is not given in the cases inquired by SA5. 

· RAN2 work needed for potential changes to radio signalling I/Fs.

SA5 noted that S5B020142 contains a proposal to use DIAMETER as the charging protocol for the IMS.  SWGB agreed to work on a DIAMETER solution and report progress in Cork (Lucent/Nortel/Ericsson/Nokia), where the final decision for Release 5 will be made based on this progress report.  The fallback solution, in case the group is not confident for DIAMETER, will be GTP'.  It was suggested in SWGB that DIAMETER, if available, should cover not only off-line (Ra and Rf) but also on-line (Ro) IMS charging. However, no conclusion was reached so far in SWGB because other candidates e.g. XML/SOAP are also being promoted. It was also noted the potential relevance of IPDR (see below).  

Orange proposed to allow also FTP in addition to a stream protocol, they committed to bring a corresponding contribution to the SA5#27 Cork meeting.

SWGB provisionally planed two ad-hoc meetings as follows:

a 2-3 days ad-hoc on 8 – 9/10 April, right after the SA5#27 meeting in Cork, hosted by Siemens at their premises in Berlin.  The main topic of the meeting will be IMS on-line charging, and, provided there is time left, MMS Change Requests based on GSMA/T-Mobile input.

a 2-3 days ad-hoc on 15 – 17 May just before the meeting SA5#28 at ETSI in Sophia Antipolis.  The final decision will be made at SA5#27 in Cork on 2-5 April.  MCC was asked to make meeting room reservation.

A presentation on  IPDR.org and its specifications was given by Steve Cotton, Editor-in-Chief, IPDR.org.

It was felt that there is a number of commonalities between  the IPDR and SWG-B approaches:

· the components and the interfaces of the NDM-U could be mapped to the ubiquitous charging architecture (S5B020140);

· the syntax used for NDM-U (XML Schema) is under analysis in many work areas of SA5 (e.g. see S5B020156);

· both use FTP as the file based transport protocol;

· HTTPS/SOAP is being used for NDM-U transaction based transport and is one candidate for the on-line IMS charging protocol in SA5;

· the methodology for NDM-U specification is similar to the approach in the Trace RG;

Early implementations of NDM-U are available today, and the IPDR.org is also in the process of releasing an open source reference implementation of NDM-U version 3.0 that uses both the Java and C programming languages, in order to demonstrate feasibility of the approach, platform independence, and to provide open access to the IPDR technology.  The IPDR representative also pointed out the forward looking program of the IPDR that includes the generation of a NDM-U 3 specification for GPRS, and offered support to SA5 to align its charging specifications with the IPDR approach, provided that this is the way SA5 will decide to go.  The mention of GPRS triggered a discussion about the mechanism how to translate existing ASN.1 based specifications into an XML schema, and it was observed that work on this particular problem is also being entertained in the ITU-T.  It was stated that a solution should be found to prevent different results when adopting the IPDR approach versus the ITU-T approach for converting ASN.1 into XML.

Although no formal relationship between SA5 and the IPDR is proposed by SWGB at this time, the IPDR work will be further taken into account in the Charging track of SWG-B, particularly for the new specifications.  Informal contact should be maintained between the SWG-B Chair and the IPDR Editor-in-Chief.
