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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG-SA WG5 (SA5) thank GSMA BARG CPWP for the LS CPWP Doc 019/02 rev1 on MMS Charging LS CPWP Doc 020/02 rev3 on Message Volume Measurement Methods.

SA5 SWG-B are currently working to enhance the MMS CDRs specified in its TS 32.235, to accommodate your requirements as applicable for 3GPP Release 4 and Release 5.  In this process, SWG-B are closely co-operating with, and receiving valuable contributions from, Mr. Ansgar Bergmann, who is understood to be a competent member of the CPWP MMS team.  Therefore SA5 is confident to meet the requirements expressed in the above LS.

Concerning the issue of the message volume measurement method, SA5 recognise the need for both specifying a feasible measurement method and assuring consistency between the method applied by the MMS Relay/Server and the MMS user agent, with particular emphasis on the volume calculated for charging purposes.  SWG-B members are working directly with the T2 delegates in their respective companies in order to assure the required level of consistency between T2's TS 23.140 and SA5's TS 32.235.

SA5 expects to finalise all its work described above at its meeting #28.
