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Intent

This document proposes not to extend the Release 4 singleton IRPAgent instance restriction in the NRM into Release 5 and beyond.  It proposes to support multiple IRPAgent instances in the NRM.  Implementation of such agreement does not require Release 99 and Release 4 IRPAgent implementations to change to claim compliance regarding the subject.

Use Case

This section lists the use cases to illustrate the reasons for the removal of the restriction.

1.1 Case 1

The IRPManager deals with a system, across the itf-N, with Alarm IRP Agent, Basic CM IRP Agent and Notification IRP Agent capabilities embedded.  

Implementation scenario A: The system combines the three IRP Agent capabilities such that IRP Manager requires only one address against which it invokes operation.  The current NRM, with IRPAgent cardinality of 1, supports such implementation scenario.  

Implementation scenario B: The system does not combine the three IRP Agent capabilities such that IRP Manager requires three addresses against which it invokes operation.  The current NRM, with singleton IRPAgent instance, does not support such this implementation scenario.

1.2 Case 2

In a geographical large network, multiple systems of multiple IRPAgent capabilities can exist.  These systems will definitely require different addresses.  The centralized IRPManager requires different addresses against which it invokes operations.  The current NRM, with IRPAgent cardinality of 1, does not support such implementation scenario. 

2 Remarks

It is noted that if Release 5 remove the restriction, it does not require Release 4 and Release 99 implementations to change in order to claim Release 5 compliance.  
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
