For the TR 32.800 for Rel-4 and coming releases, Ericsson has the following comments:

1. 32.800 does describe the interface between a Network Element Manager (NEM) and the Network Elements (NEs) for all procedures. That is a proprietary interface and can be solved which ever way a vendor wants. Please note that this interface has the fattest arrows etc. so it gives the impression that exactly this interface is the most important (while it is really the least important interface from this description point of view).

2. 32.800 describes how to deal with one object at the time. The procedures will be quite different if they take care of several objects at the time.

3. So far, all configuration cases does not follow a standardised behaviour, 5.6.2 Logical Node B Expansion does not follow neither Basic CM nor Bulk CM. No configuration procedure does follow the complete Bulk CM behaviour, even if all (except 5.6.2) are following parts of it.

So, it is unclear whether the document is meant to reflect a proprietary behaviour over Itf-N or a standardised behaviour. The document does not say anything about it.

The Ericsson opinion is that the TR shall reflect a standardised behaviour

2 Recommendation

1 To change the font of the arrows for the interface in between the NEM and the NEs.

2 To mention in clause 1 Scope, that the interface in between the NEM and the NEs is not standardised, so it is up to each vendor to implement it what ever way is wanted.

3 To mention in the clause 5
 UTRAN O&M Procedures, that there should exist other interactions as well, e.g. when more than one object is addressed in a procedure.

4 To update all procedures to follow a standardised behaviour.
