· TR 32.802, User Equipment Management (UEM) Feasibility Study
· The agenda for the meeting is in Tdoc. S5-022040.

· An SA5 Liaison Statement to T2 on the UEM Feasibility Study (S5-020433) was approved by SA5 via email in order that it could be sent to T2 by their deadline of Tuesday May 7th 2002 for submission to T2#17 (13 - 17 May 2002). The LS included an updated version of TR 32.802 (V1.0.5) that contained the changes agreed at SA5#27. The rapporteur described the changes made to the document; one additional change to the TR is that the "UEM Role Model" (clause 5) was removed from the document following the comments and the contribution (S5-022013) made on the clause at the joint meeting with SWG-A and T2 SWG2. The SWG-A chairman pointed out that if an updated UEM role model is later agreed then it could be incorporated into the TR by means of a CR.

· The liaison message received from T2 on UEM Feasibility Study (S5-022042 – T2-020434) was discussed. The liaison included an updated version of TR 32.802. It was useful that T2 delegates attended this meeting to help with interpretation of the changes made to the document. Nearly all of T2's updates were accepted and also some additional editorial changes were made to the TR and incorporated into TR 32.802 v1.0.6.

· A liaison message in reply to T2 was drafted (S5-022050).

· As nearly all of T2's requested updates were accepted, it was judged that T2 would support the sending of the updated version (TR 32.802 v1.0.6) to TSG SA for approval. Therefore it was decided to submit the UEM TR to TSG SA #16 for approval. Tdoc. S5-022049 contains a draft presentation of the TR for TSG SA and also contains TR 32.802 Version 1.0.6.

· Dia Helmy presented a summary of the TMN MTEM meeting that took place during TeleManagement World on 13/5/02. Jeff Griffin (IBM Tivoli) is the new chairman of the TMF MTEM group and the group is investigating starting a UEM catalyst project or alternatively  integrating a UEM scenario into an existing catalyst project. Dia recommends that delegates (whose company is a member of the TMF) should join the regular MTEM conference calls in order to progress this work. Dia also suggested that it would be useful if the TMF UEM catalyst work was aligned with SA5's work by demonstrating the UEM capabilities that have been worked on by SA5.

· It was noted that the following document is related to UEM: ITU-T Study Group 16, D.211 (WP 2/16), 5 – 15 February 2002, Questions F, 2/16, "Proposal for a new recommendation: H.460.x - "QoSReport – Support for Online QoS-monitoring reporting"" from Siemens AG. However the document can only be submitted as a contribution to SA5 if permission is obtained first.

· Tdoc. S5-022043 is an email from the T2 SWG2 chairman proposing a joint meeting between T2 and SA5. It was agreed to have a joint meeting with T2 SWG2 to progress the work on UEM and SuM related to GUP. The meeting will coincide with the SA5 meeting in Tampere, Finland, August 20, 2002. See SA5's liaison response S5-022046.

· There was some discussion on the UEM role model including a review of the previous contributions in this area. Venson Shaw volunteered to try to produce a UEM role model contribution for the next meeting.

· TR 32.802 is 100% complete

· Release 6 UEM work

· The Release 6 UEM work was discussed and a drafting session held on a Release 6 WID. A draft WID was produced (S5-022052). Further discussion is required (involving other groups) and the WID needs to be refined.
