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1 Intent

When Alarm IRP Information Service (IS) specification is updated from Release 99 to Release 4, the IS construct additionalInformation was removed.  (See section 2, “Error to remove IS additionalInformation attribute”.)

This document intends to confirm that the removal of the additionalInformation was an error and that an Alarm IRP Agent can use the ITU-T defined additionalInformation in notification and that such implementation can claim conformance to 3GPP Alarm IRP.

This document suggests two approaches to update the Alarm IRP specifications to clarify that an Alarm IRP Agent can use the ITU-T defined additionalInformation in notification.

2 Error to remove IS additionalInformation attribute

Release 99 Alarm IRP: IS defines additionalInformation as an attribute of AlarmInformation and that this attribute is the same level as other attributes such as additionalText and probableCause, etc.  Release 99 Alarm IRP: IS further defines alarmId, ackUserId, ackSystemId, ackState, etc as sub-attributes of additionalInformation.

Release 4 Alarm IRP: IS promoted alarmId, ackUserId, ackSystemId, ackState (those sub-attributes of additionalInformation in Release 99) to the same level as other AlarmInformation attributes such as additionalText and probableCause.  After the promotion, the additionalInformation (one that holds the alarmId, ackUserId, etc as sub-attributes) was considered “useless” and was discarded.  We think that is an error since there are other semantics of additionalInformation (e.g., vendor specific semantics and not those related to alarmId, ackUserId, etc) that is required to be part of the definition of AlarmInformation.  Therefore, the additionalInformation attribute should not be removed (even though it no longer holds the semantics of alarmId, ackUserId, ackSystemId, etc).

3 Recommendation

If we agree that an IRP Agent, in conformance to 3GPP Alarm IRP, should be allowed to generate notification that carries the ITU-T defined additionalInformation semantics, then we can use one of the following approaches to make this point clarified.

We would prefer the approach #1.

4 Approach #1

· In Alarm IRP: IS, add additionalInformation as a new attribute in attribute table of AlarmInformation, in the same parameter level as additionalText.

· In Alarm IRP: IS, add additonalInformation as a new input parameter in notifyNewAlarm.

· In Alarm IRP: CORBA SS, add an entry to the mapping table of notifyNewAlarm to map the IS additionalInformation to a series of SS name-value pairs.  Add an identifier in the IDL to indicate “additionalInformation”.

· In Alarm IRP: CMIP SS, add an entry to the mapping table 11 to map IS additionalInformation to SS construct additionalInformation.  There is no change required in the GDMO.

5 Approach #2

· In Alarm IRP: IS, do nothing.

· In Alarm IRP: CORBA SS, add paragraph to indicate that vendor can place their vendor-specific name-value pairs in any notifications.

· In Alarm IRP: CMIP SS, do nothing.
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
