3 Administrative issues

3.1 Document registration

See S5-026401 (plus doc. lists generated by the ADN tool for this and previous meeting; and the status of each document is found in the minutes of last meeting) – everyone is asked to check at least that your own Tdocs are correctly reflected in S5-026401, and that none are missing (including documents carried over from last meeting, if any).

3.2 Overall plan for completing the Release 5 work tasks on time 

We went through the complete list of existing and new specifications that need to be updated or created for Rel5, and agreed who is responsible for each specification. The result is documented in S5C010541r12.

A discussion occurred whether we can already now make some adjustments of the Kernel and Basic CM IRP IS and CORBA/CMIP SS to align with the new CMCC proposals, to ease migration in Release 6. This will be further discussed at the WT09 and WT16 sessions at this meeting.

After the closing SA5 plenary, we agreed that Motorola and Ericsson would take an action point to investigate the possibility to produce the Generic NRM CORBA SS (32.623) to meeting #30, and Siemens ditto for the CMIP SS (32.624). Siemens will probably prioritise this CMIP SS before the work on CMIP SS for Basic CM and Kernel CM, to ensure that we have at least one SS for the Generic NRM. That would allow us to produce the CORBA SS later, if not possible by #30.

3.3 Release 6 planning

Input: S5-026478, S5-026479, S5-026480,  S5-026483 – draft WID proposals from CMCC for Rel6.

Rel6 WID proposals need to be provided for next meeting. Thomas informed about a message from the Leader’s meeting: Especially, the overall WID for NIM needs to exist first (and that shall be provided and approved at the next meeting),  then we can add WIDs for WTs later if necessary; however it’s preferable to have most of them ready by the Sept. SA plenary).

Wang Zhili presented S5-026478—480 and 483 and we took prel. comments on it – see below. More comments on the three WID proposals will be taken at the closing C-plenary when the group has had some time to look at them.

JS reminded us that in S5-026208 (from meeting #28) there is a prel. overview of items that we believed are necessary to have continued for Release 6. Everybody (esp. Rapporteurs) should consider this to the next meeting.

TP also mentioned that T-Mobile intends to propose a WID for ATM management, to the next meeting.

CMCC distributed one more WID proposal – Entry point – and JS two WID proposals for information (S5-026481 and 482).

· It’s desirable to see a more detailed list of the affected and new TSs. Pls. clarify the Objective and chapter 10 for that.

· The linked work items should be replaced with relevant Rel6 work tasks, if any. The current ones are for Rel5.

· One or more driving companies should be identified

· If we have too many parallel WTs for the CMCC alignment, we may need extra work also to align between them. We should consider this to the next meeting.
· CMCC asked everybody to state whether their company supports these work items, at this meeting or by the next meeting. When we know that, we can consider who shall be proposed for Rapporteur.
