3 Review of release 05/ WT14 input documents 

3.1 Tdoc  S5-026124, S5-026224r1

The report from SA5#27quad was approved with an editorial change (incorporated in S5-026124r1).  The SA5#28 report was approved.

3.2 Tdoc  S5-026461

This document contained an updated proposal from T-Mobile for the Inventory Management IS.  The following comments were noted:

Sub-clauses 6.2.1, 6.2.2 need to include UML diagrams.

Sub-clause 7.3 . Change ManagedEntity to ImIRPAgent for <emits> ImNotification. (as in Kernel CM IS).

Sub-clause 7.3.  Delete getIRPVersion operation from ImOperation.

Output parameters should be put in separate tables (e.g. in 7.4.3.2 status is an output parameter and should be put in a separate table).

Chapter numbering should be checked.

Check mapping with Bulk CM IS e.g.  to align exceptions.

It was agreed that input parameter uploadid of upload operation should be deleted and an output parameter invokeidentifier added (Refer to Basic CM).  Replace uploadid with input parameter invokeidentifier for operations getUploadStatus, abortUpload, etc.

General comment – align IS with new methodology (use Kernel CM IS as an example of new methodology).

Sub-clause 7.4.2.2.  Delete uploadFailed, uploadCompleted for getUploadStatus operation (i.e. upload operation shall have only one state – upload in progress)..

Section 8 – Delete State Machine and replace with a Sequence Diagram in an Informative Annex.

Sub-clause 7.4.4 – change notification name to notifyUploadStatusChanged.

Sub-clause 7.4.4.2 In the table of Input Parameters,  change Managed Entity to IRP Agent.  Make notificationId an optional parameter.  Remove correlatedNotifications.  Rename parameter uploadState to uploadStatus and add additional value UploadStarted.

The document was broadly agreed with the above changes but it was noted that it needs further review.
