· The cover page shall be updated: New Tdoc number, Correct version of 32.102 (check with Adrian), date, etc.

1. The paragraph describing the Archetype rules in section “X.3.a.2 Attributes” was agreed to be changed to: 
“-- For each «Archetype» that defines one or more attributes which are encapsulated by an IOC, a separate table shall be used to indicate the supported attributes.  For purposes of clarity all attributes from the «Archetype» must be shown. This table is absent if no <<Archetype>> attributes are supported.”

2. The first bullet in the same Attribute section was agreed to be clarified as “The visibilityQualifier indicates whether the attribute is public, private or IRPAgent Internal (+´, -, %).” (POST-MEETING ED. NOTE: Correct spelling of “IPRAgent” in this bullet, to “IRPAgent”).

3. One new section should be added: For the IOC diagram section in the template, state that it is not mandatory to show the IOC attributes in the “IOC boxes”, if the number of attributes is too high for good visibility.
Conclusion:  Agreed with the above comments. Olaf will provide a formal CR based on this to the next meeting. All NRM authors should use this updated template as soon as possible.

· All attribute tables should be updated with the newly agreed template for the NRM aspects in S5-026448r1 (see above) – i.e., add the “visibility qualifier” and add “Qualifier” to the column headers for the READ and WRITE columns.

· Section 6.5.2 should only state “None”, and the table be removed (if it is empty).

· Check if the “empty attribute and operation boxes” inside the IOC class diagrams can be removed (compare with the Rel5 CN NRM), so that they are consistent, if possible and if there is time to do it (i.e. not necessary).

· Re-insert chapter 5 (just to show that it is not removed), to avoid confusion since the rest of the whole document is shown.

Conclusion: Agreed with above comments. We ask Robert to provide a final update of this CR to the next meeting. A special notice was made by Jörg that when we have more than one CR on the same TS when the structure is changing (in this case e.g. the state mgmt additions as well as the new IS methodology changes), we must check that they are unambiguous for MCC to implement. Otherwise they should be combined to one CR.
