3 Review of release 05/ WT08 input documents

3.1 Tdoc S5-026118,  S5-026218r1

These documents contained the report from SA5#27quad and SA5#28 and were approved by the group.

3.2 Tdoc S5-026441
This document (Bulk CM IRP IS Enhancements for Validation/Preactivate/Modes) was agreed with minor editorial comments.

3.3 Tdoc S5-026442
This contribution incorporated the comments from the SA5#27quad meeting for the Bulk CM CORBA Solution Set.  Some editorial changes were noted. Sub-clause 3.3 should be changed to indicate that version handling will be as specified in TS 32.311. The document was agreed by the group.

3.4 Tdoc S5-026443
This contribution contained possible solutions for supporting R5 Bulk CM CORBA IDL method with new parameter (activation mode) and backward compatibility with a R4 IRP Manager.  Options 3&4 were the preferred  solutions for Ericsson but Nortel’s view was that this is not a complete solution for backward compatibility and other issues need to be considered. Ericssson will start an e-mail discussion on this subject and a decision will be made at the next meeting.  CMCC and Nortel will also contribute to this discussion.

3.5 Tdoc S5-026444
Change new requirement 9 to:

“The Bulk CM IRP shall optionally provide capability to achieve as near an “all or none” activation strategy as possible.”

Requirement 7 should remain unchanged.

AWS will update the requirements and T-Mobile will include the changes in the TS.

3.6 Tdoc S5-026445
Change “checking mode” to  “verification mode”.  The proposed change was accepted and will be included in the Bulk CM IS by Trevor.

3.7 Tdoc S5-026466
This document contained the R4 Bulk CM IS converted to the new methodology.  The following comments were made:

The Introduction and clauses up to sub-clause 4.2 and clause 5 need to be updated to the new template.

New UML diagrams should be introduced in clause 6.

UML repertoire should be used from S5-026133 (latest version of new methodology UML repertoire).

Document should be similar in format to Kernel CM IS (which has already been discussed).

Some tables need filling in, e.g. 7.3.1.6.  In general,  complete empty tables or delete them.

All “Information type” values need to be filled in, e.g.  in 7.5.1.2.

Sub-clause 7.5.3.1 – Fallback description should be clarified to include “for session”.

It was agreed that with the above changes this document could be used as a basis for adding new R5 functionality.

3.8 Tdoc S5-026456
This T-Mobile contribution contained Bulk CM Security requirements.

The group felt that Bulk CM security should be compatible with an overall Security Framework,  which still needs to be specified.  It was noted that there was insufficient time to include these requirements for R5.

The group agreed that the proposed requirements were a good starting point for further investigation in R6.

China Mobile Com. Corporation (CMCC) will consider these requirements when preparing the new R6 Work Task for Security and Security Framework.
