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Summary:

This contribution proposes a new, separate NRM for Inventory mgmt. It is based on the NRM related parts of Ericsson’s earlier contribution on this subject, S5-026150, and T-Mobile’s earlier proposals for “Generic and UTRAN NRMs for Inventory mgmt”, S5-026037 and S5-026038. The objective of this document is to outline the main principles for the NRM, so some more “fine tuning” of it is probably necessary if we agree to use this approach for the model.

Which TS number should be used for this NRM is dependent on the choice of IS for InvMgmt – should the IS and NRM be in a combined (IRP Information Model), or two separate documents?

One difference between this contribution and the NRM idea proposed in S5-026150 is the following:

The Equipment IOC is kept “clean” from Inventory data items, so that it is more generically reusable for equipment management, and all InvMgmt data items are proposed to be placed in the InventoryDataContainer (so that Inventory data is not unnecessarily spread over two IOCs).

This contribution does not “pre-conceive” any particular solution for the IS part.

There is no need to modify the Generic NRM due to the InvM NRM, as all InvM specific definitions may well be placed in the InvM NRM, also the InventoryDataContainer.
