5 Discussion 

5.1 Review of the last meeting report 

No comments were given for the last meeting report S5-024106.

5.2 Action items from the last meeting

The action items #28-1 and #29-1 assigned for the joint session with T2 during this meeting. The requested actions are included in the proposed agenda that can be found in Tdoc S5-024237. The agenda contains all requested contribution for the joint session with T2. The outcome of the investigation on the action items #29-2 and #29-3 was discussed during the review of the input documents (see in section 5.3).

5.3 SWG-B Review of the input documents

The SC RG meeting was started with Tdoc S5-024318.  The CR on Combine the Recipient MM1 Retrieve Request and Recipient MM1 Retrieve Response CDRs was transmitted as defined in the requested action item list (AI #29-2) from the last meeting by Orange. This CR combines the "Recipient Retrieve MM1 Request" and "Recipient MM1 Retrieve Response" CDRs into a single "Recipient MM1 Retrieve" CDR generated upon completion of transmission of the MM1_retrieve.RES. In addition of this combination the figures for the record trigger and the tables for the record type was adapted. The CR was agreed without any changes and transmitted for the plenary approval.

As during the last meeting agreed (AI #29-3), the revised CR version (S5-024233) on Support for Network Persistent Storage in MMS charging was also presented by Orange. Based on the E-mail discussion before the meeting the upload and storage operation are clarified and adapted in the new version. In addition on this clarification all storage related parameter are grouped into the conditional MMBox Storage Information parameter in the Submission and Forwarding CDRs. The group agreed that this parameter condition is conditional in compensation of the storage request parameter and all other subparameters are mandatory. The four additional CDRs for store, view, upload and delete actions was adapted accordingly. The agreed new parameter was included in section 5 and the encoding format defined in section 6. The final revised version was sent to the plenary approval in Tdoc S5-024333.

The contribution from Orange (S5-024227) on Correction of message size definition
 proposed a change in the CDR definition tables and also the definition of the message size parameter postponed from the last meeting was discussed. Two incoming LS from T2 (S5-020540) and GSMA BARG CPWP (S5-020513) related to this issue was taken into account. As a result of the discussion the CR was modified and moved forward to the joint session with T2 for approval.

5.4 Joint session with T2

The joint session with T2 was supplemented with a delegate from GSMA BARG CPWP, Mr. Ansgar Bergmann (T-Mobile Deutschland). The group confirmed the proposed agenda for this meeting (S5-024237) and Orange fulfilled the first item of the agenda with the presentation of the MMS Charging Status from the SA5 SWG-B Service Charging rapporteur group. The lecture contained the actual status of MMS Charging Rel-4 specified in the TS 32.200 and TS 32.235 and the proposed solution for the MMBox feature. The presentation can be found in Tdoc (S5-024325). The second presentation was held by the T2 delegate, Mr. Henrik Thuvesson (Telia AB) regarding the second agenda item and contained the status of the work plan on MMS in T2 in point of the Telia delegate view (S5-024336).  The lecturer allowed the present delegates questions during the lecture and can be summarised as follows:

· the MMS Rel-5 feature scope is now finalised, only essential corrections allowed 

· new requirements on the MMS REL-6 can be added

· in particular the status of the separate interfaced is:

- MM1: TS 23.140 (Stage 2) completed for Rel-5, WAPF (Stage3) is started for Rel-5, 

      enhancements for Rel-6 needed

- MM2: not specified

- MM3: Stage 2 completed for Rel-5

- MM4: TS 23.140 (Stage 2&3) completed for Rel-5, enhancements for Rel-6 needed

- MM5: no need to specify if SMS is used for the notification bearer

- MM6: TS 23.140 (Stage 2) is planed for Rel-6

- MM7: TS 23.140 (Stage 2&3) completed for Rel-5

- MM8: not in scope of T2, should be studied under the responsibility of SA5 (e.g. Bm over FTP)

· new WI on MMS defined for Rel-6 (T2-020794) including charging aspects and expected for SA#20 approval

· the following charging relevant feature identified for Rel-6:

- Pre-paid solution (e.g. based on CAP or Ro) 

- charging under roaming conditions and scenarios

- VASP charging to be defined

Relating to the discussion on the Pre-paid solution for MMS in Rel-6 the group prefer for MMS Online Charging a solution based on the Ro specification to CAP based solution. 

Refer the pending VASP charging definition for Rel-5 based on the LS (S5-020444) on Charging Support for VASP MMS Connectivity SA5 was send a reply for clarification on Charge Party and Service Code and the answer was not received by SA5 official. The T2 reply can found in Tdoc (T2-020754) and the group decided the Charge Party parameter will include into the CDRs without any checks and the Service Code parameter will defined as a flexible ASCII string parameter. It was agreed by the group to provide a contribution for SA#18 approval.

The contribution from TSG T member companies (Author: Teleca, SchlumbergerSema, ATTWA) (S5-024236) on Problems identified in 23.240 Release 5 moved from the last meeting was discussed. The SA5 members saw only Problem 4 related to SA5 / T2 discussion and stated that the acknowledgement on the MM1 interface is essential for the accurate charging. But this issue can only solved by the T2 group and the delegates from T2 agreed to take it into account by T2. The group confirmed the statement that results of the investigations of T2 will be present to SA5 if charging is affected. The contribution was noted.

Relating to the message size discussion the group received two liaisons from T2 (S5-020540) on Alignment of Message Size Definition and from GSMA BARG CPWP (S5-020513) on MMS Volume Definition. In an addition of these Mr. Bergmann presented a contribution on ‘Proposal for aligning SA5 and T2 MM size definition’ from Vodafone (S5-024335). During this presentation and discussion the group fixes the requirements and some argument for this definition as proposed by T-Mobile in Tdoc S5-024338. The requirements contains as the most significant the MM1 and MM4 exactness with the relation MM1O=MM4=MM4R and the size awareness, rounded with user fairness and fraud protection. In conclusion of the discussion and in respect of the significant requirements the group agreed during reviewing the contribution on message size definition (S5-024227) the correction of the message size definition without any other changes in the CDR definition tables. The modified definition contains in addition the calculation rule on MM1 and MM4 interface and was send to the plenary for approval in Tdoc S5-024334. 

5.5 Response on the incoming LS

Two LS (S5-020540) and LS (S5-020513) requested the change of the messages size definition. Based on the CR S5-024334 finalised during the joint session with T2 a reply was discussed. The group agreed the reply LS on ‘MMS volume definition’ and ‘Alignment of message size definition’ will be sent to T2 and GSMA BARG CPWP (cc: SA1, SA2) to inform them about the fixed message size definition.  The daft LS was reviewed during the plenary preparation and forwarded to the plenary for approval. The final draft version can be found in LSout S5-024337.

The LS (S5-020519) (CN5) on Joint Meeting SA5/CN5/T2 on MMS charging. Because CN5 mentioned the OSA experts from CN5 are happy to participate in this session further clarifications are needed. Due to the fact that T2 has not yet decided whether or not OSA will be in the scope of MMS REL-6 for VASP support, there were no detailed discussions on OSA during this session. If OSA is adopted for MMS REL-6 (subject to SA1 and T2 decisions) and when T2 has a stable basis for further work, SA5 will need to receive detailed specifications of OSA API in order to carry out Charging.. Subject to the decisions of SA1 and T2 on OSA in MMS Rel-6, SA5 offered future co-operation with T2 and CN5 if requested. The reply LS for plenary approval can be found in Tdoc S5-024339.
The LS (S5-020539) (T2) on Joint Meeting SA5/CN5/T2 on MMS charging. The joint session with T2 was held during this meeting. Noted, no reply necessary.  

Some additional incoming LS was discussed during the plenary preparation time as follows:

1. The LS (S5-020511) (BARG CPWP), “LS to 3GPP S2/S5 on roaming awareness of service platforms”, In this LS BARG group require the serving SGSNs MCC+MNC directly available for inclusion within G-CDRs, rather than only the serving SGSNs IP Address. When only the IP address is available, translation tables will need to be maintained by the Home System in order to derive the MCC+MNC from this IP Address. Since IP Addresses can change from time to time, the task of maintaining these translation tables will become undesirably huge. In order to accommodate this request SA2 and CN4 will inform that appropriate steps needed to ensure that the serving SGSNs MCC+MNC would be available at the GGSN for inclusion within the G-CDR. The reply LS on “Inclusion of SGSNs MCC+MNC in G-CDR” can be found in Tdoc S5-024341. The resulting changes in Rel-5 TS 32.215 is in the process of being updated to include the serving SGSNs MCC+MNC within the G-CDRs by a separate CR S5-024340 for plenary approval. 

2. The LS (S5-020512)(GSMA BARG CPWP) on ”Liaison Statement on Requirements for LCS charging information”. The group agreed the inclusion of LCS charging into the Rel-6 work programme on the basis of the BARG requirements, the GMLC creation of CDRs documenting the LCS request. The requirements to the GMLC and MSC also apply to the SGSN as well, since the current SGSN parameters for LCS parallel those of the MSC. The draft LSout S5-024342 volunteered by Cingular was submitted for plenary approval

3. The LS (S5-020515) (CN1) on Multiple Codecs. In this LS the CN1 group requested the study regarding the impacts of having more than one codec per media component available after the offer/answer exchange(s) of the SDP session description. The group agreed the need of a further study on this issue, no reply at the moment. Alcatel was taken an action item and will be present the results during the next meeting.

4. The LS (S5-020518) (CN3) on Multiple Codecs. This LS contains the comments on the questions from the earlier LS(S5-024171) (resource reservation mechanism and secondary offer/answer interaction) and stated on the responsibility to CN1 and SA2, which are asked to answer of the questions. The LS was noted and no reply is necessary.
5. The LS (S5-020524) (SA2) on IMS Sessions and PDP Contexts (Response on “Distribution of IMS Charging ID (ICID) from GGSN to SGSN “). This LS clarify the situation and is noted in the surroundings of Rel.5, no reply necessary at the moment. The group will come back on this issue in scope of Rel.6 if problems occur.
