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The following requirements are indispensable for the definition of CDR relevant MMS volume size.

++   “MM1 exactness”: 
Both sides of the originator MM1 must be able to determine exactly the same CDR relevant MMS volume size.

Both sides of the recipient MM1 must be able to determine exactly the same CDR relevant MMS volume size.

++   “MM4 exactness”:  Both sides of the MM4 reference point must be able to determine exactly the same CDR relevant MMS volume size.

++   “MM1O = MM4O = MM4R”: The CDR relevant volume size determined on the originator MM1 shall be exactly the same as the CDR relevant MMS volume size determined on MM4: It shall be possible to base interworking charging on the same volume figures as retail charging (irrespective of the specific charging models being used). 

++   “Size awareness”:
It shall be possible as a terminal function for the originator to show the exact charged volume in advance – ideally gradually during the composition process.

o      “User fairness”: 
The charged volume must be fair to the user.

o      “Fraud protection”: 
This relates to fraudulent possibilities to transfer uncharged information between users. 

The requirements characterized by “++” are exact requirements (it is not possible to fulfil them only partially).

The requirements characterized by “o” should be fulfilled to an optimum degree.
