1.2 Executive summary

1.2.1 Achievements of this meeting

The aim of this meeting was to clarify whether and how further refinements of the state attributes, as provided by ITU-T X.731, shall be done.

The discussion was mainly based on an Ericsson contribution (AI 29.2) Title: Clarification of state definitions S5-026530. For detailed information see section 3.1.

The meeting concluded that the IOC IubLink is just for navigation purposes (AI 29.1), i.e. no state attribute shall be defined for this IOC. C1 shall clarify what the IOC IubLink really defines.

State transitions shall only be defined, if they are not derivable from the state definitions itself.

Again it was stated that state propagation shall not be specified for Rel-5.

The outcome of this discussion shall be used to update both NRM CRs for state management until SA5#30 (AI 29ter.1). 

A late session is scheduled for Monday 19th of August. Topic: Clarification of open issues regarding the state definitions for Utran and Geran IOCs.

3 Review of release 5/ WT11 input documents 

3.1 S5-026530: Clarification of state management
This contribution tries to clarify the use of state attributes for the Utran and Geran IOCs.

Following general statements/decisions were made:

· Ericsson proposes to have just state attributes for the IOCs UtranCell and GsmCell.

· Motorola and Siemens want to have state attributes for all Geran and Utran IOCs as proposed in the Siemens CRs.

· AWS requested to have the administrative state attribute for each object as read/write or no administrative state attribute at all.

· Motorola, Siemens and Ericsson rejected to have the administrative state attribute as read/write.

· AWS pointed out, that the definitions made by Ericsson have to be consistent with the definitions given by ITU-T X.731.

· Ericsson believes that the ITU-T definitions are not sufficient enough, therefore they could not accept state definitions just based on ITU-T.

· Siemens and Motorola could accept to have ITU-T only, but they do not reject further definitions as proposed by this document.

· No state attributes shall be defined for the IOC IubLink, because IubLink is just used for navigation. Beside this conclusion the meeting was still not sure what IubLink really stands for, C1 shall be asked to clarify the use of this object.

· State transitions shall only be defined, if they are not derivable from the state definitions itself.

· Again it was stated that state propagation shall not be specified at least for Rel-5.

· Based on this discussion, Siemens shall provide updates of their CRs against the Utran and Geran NRMs, both CRs shall be re-discussed during a late evening session on Monday 19th of August.

3.2 S5-026541: State Management GERAN Network Resource Model
This change request is a re-submission of an already presented CR (S5-026439) at SA5#29. It proposes to add an  operationalState attribute and an administrativeState attribute to both IOCs BtsSiteMgr and GsmCell. All states are read-only and optional.

3.3 S5-026146: State Management UTRAN Network Resource Model
This change request is a re-submission of an already presented CR (S5-026440) at SA5#29. It proposes to add an operationalState attribute to the IOCs IubLink, NodeBFunction, RncFunction and UtranCell. Further an  administrativeState attribute to the IOCs IubLink, NodeBFunction and RncFunction. All states are read-only and optional.
