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Summary

This document contains a proposal for a standard network wide identifier within an operator’s 3G network for the network resources Managed Element and UTRAN/GERAN Cell.

Introduction

It is useful for network operators to be able to identify certain resources (e.g. RNC, NodeB, UTRAN cell) uniquely within their network,  without referring to Containment structures and using Distinguished Names.  This is true, for example, when Cells are re-parented to a different RNC, causing their  Distinguished Names to change, resulting in significant modifications to operator application’s data.

The proposal

The following requirements should apply for this identifier:

1. This identifier is needed for Managed Element type of resources (e.g. RNC,  NodeB,  MSC) and GERAN/UTRAN cells.

2. The network wide unique identifier is needed for Alarms,  State Change notifications and CM notifications (e.g. Cell Creation/Deletion notifications for Bulk CM).

3. The value range of this attribute should be large enough to uniquely identify resources within an operator’s 3G network.

4. The operator should be able to assign this identifier to resources and shall be responsible for guaranteeing its uniqueness within the network.

It is proposed that to meet the above requirements the following changes be made:

1. The userLabel attribute currently used in NRMs should be re-defined as follows:

2. The userLabel should be included as an optional attribute in the Notification Header (TS 32.302).
