3 Review of release 5/ WT07 input documents 

3.1 S5-026642

GSM 12.11 uses Environmental event type to carry the “Intrusion detection” probable cause.   X.736/M.3100 uses a different (i.e., Physical Violation) event type to carry the same probable cause.  There may be other probable causes that different standards may use different event types to carry them.  Open question is: In the case where multiple standards use different event types to carry the same probable cause, should Alarm IRP recommends only one event type for that probable cause?  Group will consider a response at a later time.

Nortel noticed that the Notification carrying security alarm information (as proposed by the input document) did not carry “specific problem” parameter and asked if the omission is accidental.  The group noted that X.736, on which the Notification definition was based, do not use “specific problem” in the Notification carrying security alarm information.  Nortel suggested that this “specific problem” be specified in IS as Conditional and CORBA SS to be Optional and CMIP SS to be “not-used”.  There are other opinions.  Group decided to submit the CR now, i.e., the Notification carrying alarm information will not have an attribute called “specific problem” in the IS.  Group agreed that this issue is for future study as a Release 5 issue.
