Draft Release 5 CR 32.102 - IS Template Changes for new UML Repertoire/Methodology (tdoc S5-022206/S5-022243)

This draft CR, submitted by Motorola, is a request to update the documentation of an IS to be consistent and compliant with the new IRP Methodology. The material is initially introduced by SGW-C.

The changes includes:

· Modified attribute documentation table to have separate columns for support qualifier, read access, and write access
· Added additional explanatory text to clarify template usage 

The CR was provisionally approved for SWG-C to agree to.

Draft Rel 5 CR 32.102 - General IRP updates & Corrections (tdoc S5-022207)

Motorola submitted a draft CR with an update of general introductory IRP material and figures aligning the material to the SWG-C IRPs that now exist. 

1. Addition of “IRP Components Figure”

2. Addition of “IRP Specification Approach” section and figure

3. Updating of existing Figure 10.1 “IRPs for application Integration” to align with 32.101 and TMF Telecom 

    Operations Map.

In figure 10.1 the usages of the term (alternative 1) and (alternative 2) was discussed. In other documents Option1 and Option2 have been used. Alcatel took an action to analyse implications of this. All arrows in the figure were decided to be changed to double headed solid drawn arrows. Other request to this draft CR was all Java references to be changed to XML and Network Inventory Management to be excluded (a part of NRM IRP). The draft CR was changed according to this discussion and is found in tdoc S5-022225.

Seeking SA5 approval (tdoc S5-022225).

Draft Rel 5 CR 32.101- O&M of Infrastructure Management (tdoc S5-022208)

An action point at the SA5#29 SWG-A meeting was given to Nortel and Motorola to introduce the concept of applying TMN principles to the O&M of the Infrastructure Management itself. This CR to TS32.101 introduces briefly the concept. 

Seeking SA5 approval (tdoc S5-022244).

Draft Rel 5 CR to 32.102 - Optional Parameters in CORBA Solution Set IDL’s (tdoc S5-022209)

This is one more update of IRP material in TS32.102, introduced by Motorola. The support for Optional Parameters in CORBA IDL of Solution Sets missing and the CR contains the refinement of rule in TS 32.102 related to Encoding rule of absence semantics.

The CR was provisionally approved (Tdoc S5-022245) for SWG-C to agree to.

Proposed Draft TR to TSG CN on MSC Reporting for Real Time Monitoring (tdoc S5-022210)

This proposed draft by COSMOTE (GR) was noted for study up to SA5#31/32. The contributor requests any potential interest of this TR in SA5 work. The contributor will attend SA5#32 to present the work.

Final version of ITU-T SG 4 Q.816 Corr.2 (CORBA) (tdoc S5-020551)

This tdoc presented by SG4 chair, David Sidor, relates to the applicability of the TMN CORBA Framework in SA5. The new changes in the recommendation clarify the intent to enable system suppliers to use OMG typed notification while maintaining interoperability with systems expecting structure notification. 

This tdoc is also send to SWG-C. All SA5 delegates were encouraged to study this ITU recommendation.

32.102 Draft Rel 5 CR Entities Diagram (tdoc S5-022229)

The TS32.102 rapporteur presented this draft. It contains updates to a previous CR to TS32.102 

on the topic (S5-022038).   The new changes were mainly related to the response LS from S2 on “Entities of the mobile system”. See the discussion under clause 1.1.4 Liaisons (LS from S2 to S5: Entities of the mobile system (tdoc S5-020526)).

In order to not mislead readers of TS32.102 the title of the figure (Fig 7.3) under discussion was changed to “Examples of entities of the mobile system to be managed”.

The LS on MMS architecture elements from T2 (tdoc S5-020536) , see clause 1.1.4, also required changes in the figure. The draft CR was updated with minor editorial issues and it was noted that references to the different architectural documents should be made for all entities not identified in TS 23.002 Network architecture. This was postponed for future meetings.

Seeking SA5 approval (tdoc S5-022235).

Draft LS to SA1 – CR to 21.905 “Definition of SSE” (tdoc S5-022240)

In the response liaison from S2 to S5 on “Entities of the mobile system” (tdoc S5-020526) SA2, supported the proposal to submit a CR to introduce a term for the service specific entities into TS21.905  “Vocabulary for 3GPP Specifications”. This LS contains a CR that kindly request SA1 to consider and hopefully forward a CR to include the definition of SSE.

In an email Mr Friedhelm Rodermund expressed that he thought a better description for objective and scope of the rel 6 OAM feature WID is needed. The comments were made on the draft wid from the Beijing meeting (SA5#29) found in tdoc S5-0222111. The SWG_A chairman presented an updated draft including new material to better clarify what the work item is about. See next item. 

Draft WI Description for Rel 6 OAM Feature
SWG-A (from meeting SA5#29)  (tdoc S5-022217)

SWG-A Chairman presented an updated draft workitem description for the OAM&P Feature for release 6. Linked work item “Fault Management” was excluded and some enhancements under clause “Justification” were added. Charging is excluded in this draft to align with the effort to establish charging management as a feature of it’s own. Subscription Management was discussed as a potential building block to be included, but final decision was postponed until the work item for subscription management is finalised.

Draft WI Description for Rel 6 OAM-AR Building Block SWG-A (from meeting SA5#29) (tdoc S5-022112)

“Emergency Call Enhancements” and “Network Sharing” were added as Linked work items. The justification for this wid was extended with the following topics

· Transfer of IRP Methodology from 32.102 to a NIM specification.

· Impact of Emergency Call Enhancements

· Impact of OSA Enhancements

· Impact of Network Sharing

1.1.4 Liaisons
LS from ETSI TIPHON to S5 : Co-operation and liaison on Network and Service Management ETSI TIPHON (tdoc S5-020510)

ETSI TIPHON via its contact person Geoff Caryer (previous 3GPP SA5 SuM delegate) informs on their work on standards for the service and network management of telecommunications services provided over a mixed Circuit Switched/IP environment. Attached to the LS is their latest draft TS “Service and Network Management; Part1 Overview and Introduction”. Comments and/or additional contributions are welcome.

The ETSI TIPHON group are meeting at the same location as SA5, Atlanta US between 07-11 Oct.

A liaison was drafted thanking ETSI TIPHON sharing their work and informing that SWG-A will study their TS and discuss it at our SA5#31 meeting. Interested TIPHON members were also invited to attend the appropriate SWG-A sessions. 

Seeking SA5 approval (tdoc S5-022232).

LS from R3 to S5 : Shared Networks - Outcome of RAN3 #30 (tdoc S5-020521)

The liaison informs about agreements that have been reached on Shared Networks in RAN3 #30. Attached was the detailed TR R3.012 “Shared Network support in connected mode v0.4.0.”

SA5 was given an action to review Section 6.8.1 of the attached TR to confirm the RAN3 understanding of the handling of neighbouring LAs at the MSC, and to confirm the feasibility of the additional requirement that a CN node needs to get access right information on LAs from a neighbouring CN.

The TS was briefly studied, identifying many O&M issues. Main conclusion was that the requirements addressed so far are targeting the X-interface and limited functional requirements as access right information on location areas from a neighbouring core network. Potentially shared network could require substantial work in SA5. A work task on shared network management is added to OAM-AR building block to further study this area.

A response liaison was drafted to inform that SA5 are not presently standardising any X-interface, but if such an interface will be required, it will logically fall under the responsibility of SA5. 

Seeking SA5 approval (tdoc S5-022234).

LS from S2 to S5: Entities of the mobile system (tdoc S5-020526)

In the SA2 response to the SA5 liaison on “Entities of the mobile system” (tdoc S5-022048) SA2 accepts the introduction of MMS, MExE server, WAP GW, USAT server and IM-SSF as entities of the mobile system and can be added to TS23.002 Rel-5 Network Architecture. SA2 state that Presence is not part of rel-5 as decided at SA#16, ISIM is a functional entity within UICC, the PSS entity should be added and relations between MRFC/MRFP to be changed.

SA2 are requesting companies kindly to submit CRs to SA2 to update TS23.002 accordingly.

Finally SA2 does not encourage SA5 to maintain the figure called 3G Entities Management Map but supports the definition of the term Service Specific Entities (SSE).

The TS32.102 rapporteur expressed that it should not be up to SA5 to identify the 3G Network Architecture. Ideally the entities to be managed by SA5 standards should be identified by the appropriate group.

On the other hand it is a basic condition for all SA5 work to be aware of the entities that are under our responsibility and target for our standards.  Out of such knowledge requirements can be defined. The present and main reason for identifying these entities is to update and correct erroneous material and figures of TS32.102 Telecom Management Architecture for release 5. 

The SA2 support to introduce the term “service specific entities” initiated a liaison to SA1.

No response requested or needed on this LS.

LS copy from S2 to S5: Answer to LS on PSS Release 6 work programme (tdoc S5-020527)

SA2 confirms in the response LS to SA4 that SA2 has the overall responsibility for the system architecture and coordination of architectural aspects and welcomes a close cooperation with SA4 regarding Packet Switched Streaming in Rel-6. SA2 are questioning some detailed architectural items and appreciates to be continuously updated regarding architectural impacts.

LS copy from S1 to S5: LS reply on “Answer to “LS on PSS Release 6 work programme” 

(tdoc S5-020534)
SA1 comments on detailed issues and states they will work further on the Rel 6 PSS requirements and will as a first step consider the impact of PSS on all of SA1 SWGs. 

SA1 informs all SA groups that SA1 SWGs as of now are,

IMS, Push, Priority Services, Network Sharing, Messaging, WLAN, DRM, MBMS, GUP, LCS, SES (speech Enabled Services), OSA, Streaming and Presence.

LS on MMS architecture elements from T2 (tdoc S5-020536)



A response liaison to S5-022048 from SA5 on “Entities of the mobile system”

T2 welcomes the intention of SA5 to investigate the MMS entities as potential targets for our work and points out that the indicated MMS VAS Application Server is not part of the standard MMS architecture. T2 states that such application server, which is linked to the MMS Relay/Server through the MM7 interface, may reside either in the service provider domain or in a 3rd party VASP domain.

The figure “Examples of entities of the mobile system to be managed” was updated according to this LS.

The rapporteur of TS32.102 
was given an action to confirm with the contact person of the liaison via email prior to SA#17 that our interpretation of the MMS architecture is acceptable.

New requirements about functionality to make subscription to different domains independent or linked based on operator decision
S1 (tdoc S5-020552) 

S1 are sending an action to SA5 to valuate the implications on billing and charging and consider appropriate actions on subscription to different domains independent or linked based on operator decision.
