Following up on the ITU-T SG 4 communication to 3GPP SA5 on M.3030 from its meeting in April 2002, with the help of a SG 4 participant, SA5 was able to obtain and examine the AAP version and offers the following comments:

1. As you know, the current work of 3GPP SA5 is focused on the EML-NML interface, one of the TMN Q interfaces which we call Interface N. In examining M.3030, we noted the initial emphasis is on the TMN X interface, the interface between telecom organizations, and thus we are somewhat uncertain regarding its applicability to SA5 at this time. To better clarify this issue, please explain your views and plans regarding M.3030 applicability to the Q interface.
2. Answers to the following questions would also help SA5 understand the role of M.3030: 

· What does SA5 need to do to its XML-based specifications to be compliant to M.3030?

· What benefits does SA5 receive if it is compliant to M.3030?
· What type of a process does SG 4 expect to create and presumably coordinate to enable reuse of the tML schemas? And what would be the role of organizations such as SA5 in that process?

· In section 6, there is a remark regarding the role of tML as “the foundation for the Telecommunications Data Dictionary (GTDD)” and the expectation of latter providing a significant set of semantics which might of value to SA5. What are your plans regarding GTDD and your views on how it might be used by organizations such as SA5.
