1.2 Executive summary

1.2.1 Achievements of this meeting

The CORBA solution set on state management was agreed. It shall be sent to the SA plenary for Rel-5 approval (S5-026698).

The group could not achieve a final agreement on both NRM CRs.
Results of an unofficial voting regarding the outstanding issues:

Ericsson: refinements of the state definitions in ITU-T X.731 should be done in Rel-5, otherwise the generic definitions might lead to different interpretations (comment provided after the meeting)

AWS: operational state and ITU-T definitions only for Rel-5, refinements possible for Rel-6

Huawei: operational and administrative state as defined by ITU-T for Rel-5

Motorola: ITU-T only, state attributes for all objects as proposed in previous CRs, refinements for Rel-6

T-Mobile: ITU-T only, state attributes for all objects as proposed in previous CRs, refinements for Rel-6

CMCC: operational and administrative state as defined by ITU-T for Rel-5, refinements in Rel-6

Alcatel: ITU-T only for Rel-5, more states than administrative and operational state, refinements in Rel-6

Nortel: ITU-T only for Rel-5, no administrative state attribute write-able over Itf-N

· ITU-T only for Rel-5 supported by Nortel, Siemens, AWS, Motorola, T-Mobile, Alcatel, CMCC and Huawei

· ITU-T plus refinements in Rel-5 is supported by Ericsson
Siemens will provide updates of both CRs (S5-026697, S5-026699) based on the discussions on the documents and the results of an unofficial voting. The updates, which propose an operational state attribute for the IOCs BtsSiteMgr and UtranCell, shall be forwarded to the SWG-C plenary session and treated then again.

3 Review of release 5/ WT11 input documents 

3.1
S5-026521: Report of SA5 #29ter SWG-C WT11 RG session

The report contains the outcome of the SA5#29ter ad-hoc session, which took place on Friday 16th of August, Tampere, Finland.

Requested corrections in section 3.1: AWS clarifies that the state attribute refinements made by Ericsson shall not be in conflict with the definitions given by ITU-T X.731. Motorola wants to have state management attributes assigned to every IOCs as proposed by the Siemens CRs.

The required revision will be provided by Siemens (S5-026521r1).  

3.2
S5-026645r2: State Management GERAN Network Resource Model
This change request is a re-worked version based on comments received at the SA5#29ter ad-hoc and an additional late session hold on 19th of August. It proposes to add an operationalState attribute and an administrativeState attribute to both IOCs BtsSiteMgr and GsmCell. All states are read-only and optional.

Unused attributes shall not be listed within the additional state management IRP attribute tables.

AWS again objected to have the administrative state attribute as read only. Motorola, Ericsson, Siemens and Alcatel rejected this request. No compromise could be found. Siemens will remove the administrative state attribute from this CR.

Ericsson wants to keep the refinements of the ITU-T definitions as proposed in this CR. Siemens could live with these refinements, but Motorola and AWS do not accept such additions to the ITU-T. T-Mobile stated that they do not believe that such refinements covering all aspects. Siemens will remove the refinements from this CR.

Ericsson wants no operational state attribute for the GsmCell. To realize state management at all within Rel-5, Siemens will remove the operational state from the GsmCell.

The update of this CR got the number S5-026697.

3.3
S5-026645r1: State Management UTRAN Network Resource Model
This change request is a re-worked version based on comments received at the SA5#29ter ad-hoc and an additional late session hold on 19th of August. It proposes to add an operationalState attribute to the IOCs UtranCell. This state attribute is read-only by nature and optional.

Unused attributes shall not be listed within the additional state management IRP attribute tables.

As outcome of the discussion on the previous document, Siemens will remove the refinements of the operational state attribute definition.  

The update of this CR got the number S5-026699.

3.4 S5-02662r1: State Management IRP: CORBA SS

Two minor editorial corrections were requested. Beside this, the CR was agreed.

Motorola will provide a revised version 32.673v0.0.3 (S5-026698). The group agreed to propose this document to send it to the SA plenary for Rel-5 approval.
