GSMA BARG thanks SA5 and T2 for their efforts to harmonise the MMS message size definition. 

At our recent meeting we have reviewed the liaison statement from SA5  (TDoc S5-024337/ T2-020843) which documents the outcome of  the joint SA5/T2 session on 19 August.

GSMA BARG confirms the high level requirements on the MMS message size definition as summarised in S5-024337. 
BARG has noted and shares the concern from T2 that non charged parts of the encoded MMS PDU potentially could give rise to fraud. It is, however, more important to us that the MMS message size is well explainable to the end customer and that the overall charging framework is consistent. Also, we think that operators may prevent such fraud cases (e.g. misuse of the cc: field) by setting up their tariffs accordingly (e.g. by raising a non zero charge for “zero sized” MMs or by charging for specifiv types of non routable MMs).

BARG considers the proposal from SA5 as a reasonable compromise in order to comply with all requirements and therefore kindly asks T2 to check on the possibility of adopting this message size definition for implementation in the handsets.
