Offline Specific Base Protocol Requirements

In order to support the offline charging principles described in the present document, the Diameter client and server must implement at least the following Diameter options listed in [3]:

· To send/receive Abort-Session-Request.

· To send/receive Abort-Session-Answer.

All other options of the Diameter Base Protocol are beyond the scope of the present document.


A configurable timer should be supported in CCF to supervise the reception of accounting stop record.  An instance of this timer is started for every accounting session at the reception of the first Accounting-Request and stopped at the reception of the accounting stop record. Upon expiration of the timer the CCF releases the resources allocated for the accounting session and closes the open CDR.
