S5-026847 (Work Item Description: Inventory Management (Rel 6)): 

Presented by Tapinder
Discussed, but in the absence of the author (Tapinder) we could not complete the discussions at the opening plenary. We marked some questions (mainly about the objective) in r1. To be continued on Thursday Q1. Results : Updated (the Objective clarified) with revision marks in r2, and clean version – agreed – in S5-026878.
S5-026848 (Work Item Description: Network Resource Model Enhancements (Rel 6)) :

Presented by Tapinder

Comments:

· Motorola: TDD enhancements would need a separate WID since it is a new feature and not simply an enhancement.

· Siemens: TDD may appear as a huge addition to the existing model, but it will only require a few extra parameters in the UTRAN NRM so it could be handled within this work item.

· Motorola proposed to split this work item into two: One for the generic NRM enhancements and one for the specific UTRAN NRM enhancements for both TDD and FDD. We discussed this and came to the conclusion that this seems to be a better solution, but then we also need a new Rapporteur for the general NRM enhancements WID (T-Mobile wants to be driver only for the UTRAN enhancements WI). John Wilber volunteered to be the nominal (default) Rapporteur, meaning that he can be listed as the formal Rapporteur but the Rapporteurship can also be handed over to different driving (contributing) companies from case to case as agreed. Trevor agreed to draft the general NRM enhancements WID and Tapinder will draft the UTRAN enhancements WID, based on the current WID.

· Supporting companies: Nortel had asked to remove their name from the supporting companies list (before the session took place). It should be checked with them again if they support any of the new WIDs. Ericsson would check if they can support any of them or not. Motorola informed that they support the General NRM enhancements WID but not the UTRAN TDD+FDD enhancements WID. Siemens support both. A general check of the supporting companies should be done at the closing C-plenary.
Conclusion from the R6 WID session (Thu Q1-Q2): The two new WIDs as described above agreed to be presented for information to the closing SWGC plenary Friday AM, with the goal to be approved at SA5#32. The new Tdoc numbers are: S5-026879 (General NRM enhancements WID) and S5-026880 (UTRAN TDD+FDD enhancements WID).

S5-026849 (Work Item Description:ATM network management (Rel 6)) :

Presented by Tapinder

Comments:

· Dave stated that Motorola strongly believes that the ATM management from SA5 NRM perspective shall only specify a few parameters necessary to integrate with (connect to) existing ATM networks, not any in-depth information which is already defined by ATM Forum standards and managed by already existing systems. Motorola does not support this work item (wrongly stated in the WID).

· Robert stated that Ericsson agrees with Motorola’s position. 3GPP should not re-do standards that are done elsewhere.

· John: Maybe we should specify the WID to be more generally applicable to transport management, not only ATM specific.

· Tapinder: There are parameters for the ATM connections (of end points) in the 3GPP nodes that need to be configured, and this WI should study how this could be managed over Itf-N.

Conclusion from the R6 WID session (Thu Q1-Q2): We edited a new draft version, trying to reflect the comments given (that the WI should only be to standardise ATM interface aspects which are traceable to existing 3GPP specifications etc.), documented in S5-026849r1. The title is also proposed to be changed to ATM-UTRAN interface management. This Tdoc is subject to a new review by everybody, to see if they can support the WID and agree to its approval, by SA5#32.
Conclusions for the R6 WIDs from the closing SWG-C #31 plenary:

S5-026837 -> S5-026870 (WID for Backward Compatability) : Approved
S5-026846 -> S5-026877 (WID State Management Enhancements) :  Approved
S5-026847 -> S5-026881 (Work Item Description: Inventory Management (Rel 6)): Again discussed and the Objective was clarified. Approved

· Thomas first presented the results of the R6 WID planning/drafting session on Thursday (see above).

· Additional comment by CMCC : CMCC supports the split proposed to two WIDs for NRM enhancements, and especially regarding the study of TDD NRM enhancements they are aware that CATT is also very interested to drive this Work item. Thus it is proposed that CATT will discuss the rapporteurship with T-Mobile, regarding possible co-rapporteurship for that work item.

Conclusion : S5-026879 for the General NRM enhancements WID already exists for information (at the closing C-plenary). S5-026880 was not available at the closing C-plenary, so it is expected to be emailed to everybody ASAP after the meeting. A decision for both these WIDs shall be taken at SA5#32.

S5-026849 (Work Item Description:ATM network management (Rel 6); Renamed to ATM-UTRAN interface management):

· Thomas first presented the results of the R6 WID planning/drafting session on Thursday (see above).

· Additional comment by Dave Sidor (Nortel Networks) : It is highly encouraged that the people interested in this WI check with their RAN3 colleagues before the Vienna meeting, regarding the status of ATM related definitions in the RAN specifications, and the possibility of cooperation with RAN3 regarding this WI. The group agreed that this was a very good suggestion – Action Item 31.3 created.

· Clarification by Adrian regarding E-Plus as a supporting company (although they do not participate in SA5): If a company that does not participate in SA5 wants to support a WID, they need to send a signed letter (by a person from that company that is recognised by 3GPP) to SA5, stating their support. 

Conclusion : Everybody is asked to check to the next meeting whether their company supports this WID. A decision about it will be taken at SA5#32.
S5-026861 (TDD NRM proposal) : 

This Tdoc was never distributed to SA5 before the meeting, but distributed via Olaf Pollakowski on Thursday (10th Oct.), so we could not discuss it. It is provided for information and  should be discussed at SA5#32 (if the related new WID is approved).

10.5 WT03 RG (Entry Point)

Report in S5-026813.

The EP IRP requirements (Tdoc: S5-026852) has been well discussed in this session (WT03), common understanding was reached on this EP IRP requirements during the discussion, except for the possible impact on CMIP solutions, which has been agreed to leave to further study by email exchanges and later to #32 meeting (OP, TP, ET). The major issues discussed are:

· Session: 

There is no strong argument to have session because 1) each IRP has defined its own mechanism to do resources recycling; 2) security issue associated with session should be discussed and decided in Security WI. 

	Editor’s note: However, CMCC propose that the security requirement of EP should be described in EP function requirements. 


· Version Negotiation: 

Version negotiation is not duplicated with getIRPVersion defined in ManagedGenericIRP, the arguments are 

1) getIRPVersion is invoked against the specific IRPAgent and is used to verify if the invoked IRPAgent is indeed supporting certain version, while Version Negotiation (specified by EP IRP) allows the Manager to discover the references (IOR in CORBA SS and addresses in CMIP SS) of a particular IRPAgent that supports a particular version 

2) The two operations are defined to provide different functions: getIRPVersion operation is to get the specific IRP versions supported by an IRP. The purpose of getIRPVersion operation defined in EP IRP is to get the reference of right IRP. The results are not same.
· EP IRP CMIP solution set:

There is concern on whether EP is suitable for CMIP solution set. The response is that this EP service is independent from technologies (e.g., CORBA, CMIP) used.  As long as there are multiple IRPAgents and that the Manager wants to discover these IRPAgents’ addresses or IORs at run time using open standard, then there is a need for EP IRP.  Regarding the reference of address used in EP IRP, there is dependency on implementation in: 

1) Corba uses IOR of IRP; 

2) CMIP uses address of IRPAgent that contains the interested IRP. There will be email discussions and later a physical discussion in #32 meeting on this issue including a clarification on general concept of IRPAgent. 

· EP support of multiple IRPAgent:

There is an indication that EP IRP can help NM addressing IRPs contained in different IRPAgents, which may then imply that there will be inter-IRPAgent interface. Edwin Tse stated that there is no need to imply if there is a need for inter-IRPAgent interface.  In fact, it is most likely each IRPAgent would “register” itself (including its address or IOR) with this EP IRP server. Nevertheless, such “registration” interface or inter-IRPAgent interface is vendor specific.
The IS documents (S5-026853 with session, S5-026859 without session) planned in the WT03 meeting session were not discussed due to the lack of time and will be discussed in #32 meeting.
