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Summary:

The Trace RG agreed on SA5#30 that the contribution S5028314 needs updates. This is the updated version according to the comments received in the meeting. Also this contribution introduces 2 new terms as agreed in SA5#30: Trace session and Trace recording session.

Trace Session: A trace session is a time interval started from the moment of the trace activation and lasts until the trace deactivation.

Trace Recording Session: A trace recording session is a time interval within a trace session, when there is a call or session, which is being traced (trace records are generated). The trace recording session is started from the call setup and lasts until the end of the call. If the trace is deactivated during a call or session, the trace recording session may end when the trace session ends or may end when the call or session ends.

Trace session reference

The trace session reference shall identify the trace sessions together with the subscriber or equipment identification (IMSI, IMEI or IMEISV, Public ID). The Trace session reference number shall be different for different trace sessions, even if the different trace sessions have been created for the same subscriber or equipment identification number (for the same IMSI, IMEI(SV) or Public ID) and shall be globally unique. The trace session reference number shall be given during the trace activation/deactivation procedure. 

Trace Recording Session Reference 

The trace recording session reference is used for combing the trace records generated in the different network elements for the same event. The trace recording session reference shall be unique within a trace session and shall be the same in every NE for the same call or session, which produces trace records for the specific call or session.
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
