SuM architecture and interfaces discussed

Work Tasks:

WT1 - Definition of SuM requirements and scope

John Islip, Lucent, will take role as editor of requirements document 32.140.  Will suggest changes especially as it relates to purpose and scope.

John will progress discussions on the email list regarding more detailed requirements as they relate to purpose and scope of SuM for Release 6.

WT2 - Architecture document

Michael Eder, Nokia:

1. To progress discussions on architecture and interface diagrams that have been presented in past document to understand what people feel are good and not good in these contributions.  This will be done on the email list.

Problems/Issues: 

· Scope of SuM and relationship to relevant information models.  Issue was raised to compare GUP requirements (TS 22.240) with existing SuM requirements (TS 32.140).  

· Unclear what will be the interfaces for SuM for Release 6.  SA5 primarily deals with interfaces consistent with its IRP architecture and IRP technologies.  3rd party interfaces (e.g. VASP) and efforts like GUP may provide potential interfaces but are still evolving and it is not clear if they will be ready in time for SuM Release 6.

· Would be useful for SuM, and UEM, if some GUP modelling issues regarding modelling methods and actually content of models had progressed further.  Not yet a critical issue but could become one if not resolved in a reasonable time.

· Did not get expected response on reflector.  Tasks assigned to specific persons to better address this.
