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Introduction

The attached figure was generated as a result of the discussion on figure 1 of TS 32.140 during the Tampere and Atlanta meetings.

Proposal

To determine which relationships (interfaces) need to be standardized. Need for inter-operator communications as well as the probable multi-vendor environment need to be taken into account. The attached figure is intended as a lead-in to this discussion.
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Although all of these interfaces exist, they are not necessarily candidates for standardization. To identify candidates for standardization, the following two criteria have been applied.

1. The equipment on opposite sides of the interface is likely to be supplied by different manufacturers.

2. The equipment on opposite sides of the interface could belong to different operators (network, value added, etc.)

Review of interfaces in network operator domain

Subscriber Terminal to OS (both network operator and service provider.

This is part of the UEM work, features and data involved may impact data contents of other interfaces

Network Operator Terminal to Network Operator OS

Typically both of these  will be supplied by the same manufacturer. Therefore the standardization of this interface is not a priority.

Element Manager to NE


Not subject to standardization

OSA/API

Subject to standardization in CN5. Features and data may impact data contents of other interfaces

OS to NE, OS to Element Manager

NEs may accept direct Q3 interfaces or may be connected via a system proprietary interface to an element manager, in which case the Q3 interface terminates on this element manager. In both cases, this is the same Q3 interface. This is typically a multi-vendor environment, therefore a high priority for standardization.

OS to OS 

Typically this is an interface between operators and therefore a high priority for standardization.
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
