4.1 Tdoc/item S5-026941 Requirement of IRP Security; Ericsson

Comments:

From John Wilber (AWS) 

1. This document is clearly states that the domain of this IRP is the security of the ITF-n only. These requirement should also consider the provision of common security services for vendor specific security  provisions for the resources managed by the ITF-n.

2. In Clause 6.1, the following change is proposed:

[Req-3]
The solutions specified shall be easily, yet securely, installed, configured, activated and de-activated, based on operator’s … 
The concern is that is that while deactivating security should be easy, the ability to deactivate is a security risk.

3. These requirements should consider appropriate inclusion for the T1M1 draft proposed standard on Security Requirements for the Management Plane. Liaison S5-02027002.

From Motorola:

Feels that SWG-C should have a single requirements document going into SA5 #33 in Sophia Antipolis (Jan 2003).  Furthermore, Motorola feels that this document should be based on the contribution from Ericsson.
