3 Review of release 06/ WT11 input documents 

3.1 Tdoc  S5-026850

This document contained the requirements for Inventory Management as discussed during previous meetings.

Motorola queried whether any of these requirements had been met in Rel.5.

Req.19 - What is meant by state management?  It was noted that state management is a separate IRP.  It was observed that the total set of inventory data used by an Operator could include information that was outside the scope of this IRP (e.g. financial information) and data here should pertain only to operations aspects.  It was commented that lifecycle state management (planned/installed states) was outside the scope of this IRP and could not be supported by vendors' Agents, and should be deleted.  T-Mobile disagreed, but will check whether lifecycle state management may be deleted.

Req. 6. Clarify what is meant by "topology" and "CM data" and list all link type objects.  Motorola will re-word this requirement to clarify that it is there to facilitate associating a logical link to inventory data (e.g. associating an Iub link to a NodeB ATM port).

Req. 5 - Motorola will provide further clarification for this requirement.

Req. 7 - SIEMENS objected to this requirement.

The document will be updated with the meeting results and submitted to the next meeting.
