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This document responds to the ITU-T SG 4 document, “Response to 3GPP SA5 Liaison”, LS 22-4 from your 8 – 19 April 2002 meeting and an update provided by Nortel Networks in contribution S5‑020551 entitled “Final version of ITU-T SG 4 Q.816 Corr.2 (CORBA)”.

1) We appreciate your answering our question regarding the application of NOTIF9. We understand the essence of your answer to be that SG4 does not add any requirements over those of OMG. As such SA5 does not believe that NOTIF9 presents any problem to SA5.

2) The draft Corrigenda 2 that accompanied LS 22-4 raised a number of questions regarding typed and structured events. These questions triggered informal discussions between participants of 3GPP SA5 and ITU-T SG4. The document, “Final version of ITU-T SG 4 Q.816 Corr.2 (CORBA)” which was shared with us thanks to Nortel Networks, appears to answer those questions. SA5 does not, at this time, have a position on the specific content of Q.816 Corr. 2 (CORBA). However our current Release 6 work plan includes an item to continue this study.

3) For your information we have included a copy of TS 32.102, which in section 10 and annexes C and G contains our IRP methodology using UML that you may find of value. Your comments on this document would be appreciated.
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
