3 Review of release 05/ WT17 input documents 

3.1 Tdoc S5 036031 

This document attempts to capture the Requirement Statements, scope and system context related to the deployment of the so-called Backward Compatible IRPAgents and IRPManagers.

Whether the BC related agreement should be captured in a separate/new 3GPP IRP specification or should it be captured in existing IRP specifications is for further study.  (The “forward” section of the contribution is, therefore, misleading in that it indicates a separate/new 3GPP specification is used to capture the agreement on the subject matter.)

Motorola suggested that vendor should not extend 3GPP Interface IRP and support them in their products.  (Vendor can, of course, extend the 3GPP NRM IRP and support them in their products, e.g., using the currently agreed NRM MOC extension rules or using VsDataContainer standard concept.)

The document does not provide definition for “Backward Compatible”.  Rather, the document captures (IRPManagers and IRPAgents interaction) use cases (in Requirement Statements) to illustrate cases when an interacting entity (i.e., IRPManager or IRPAgent) can claim backward compatible to its interacting partner.
