4 Review of release 5/ WT12 input documents 

4.1 Tdoc S5-036040 Inclusion of Iur Link in UTRAN NRM
Main issues:

· T-Mobile still intends to introduce the proposal in release 5 if it is possible. If that is not possible, they intend to propose it for release 6.

· This modelling opens for more possibilities for an operator technician to introduce errors and it complicates the consistency checks.

Conclusion: As there are competing contributions, the final conclusion is deferred.

4.2 Tdoc S5-036044 UTRAN NRM for 1.28Mcps TDD mode
WT16 decided that the part regarding IurLink should be handled by this RG.

5 Review of release 6/ WT12 input documents 

5.1 Tdoc S5-026998 Introduction of IurLink in UTRAN NRM
The main issues:

· The proposal is not backward compatible. According to Ericsson, The benefit is that the consistency checks in the Network Manager will be less and less complex, as the opportunities to introduce errors are decreased. Action Item on everybody: Consider their view on the benefit of re-parenting of the ExternalUtranCell under ExternalRncFunction.

· The external interface objects for GSM should be added.

· T-Mobile and Telcordia claims that the proposed modelling will create problem for the planning tool, as cells are not allocated to RNCs in the beginning. Ericsson does not understand why cell data for cells that are not allocated to an RNC shall be sent over Itf-N.

· When there is a handover to another network, the information about which external RNC is containing which ExternalUtranCell, according to Nortel and Telcordia. Ericsson do not share that opinion, why they would like to check it to the next meeting.
Conclusion: No agreement is done yet. The contribution is to be updated and submitted to next meeting.

5.2 Tdoc S5-026999 Introduction of radio network areas in UTRAN NRM
The main issues:

· As the change has large consequences, Nortel Networks, Nokia, Motorola and T-Mobile wanted to have more company internal discussions, before stating their opinion about supporting or rejecting the contribution.

· The relation attributes shall not be included in the attribute list for the IOCs.

· AI on Frédéric Bonneau, Nortel Networks, to consider having Read and Write qualifiers on roles and relations.
· Nokia and Nortel has an issue with the contribution not being backwards compatible.

· Seimens and Telcordia thinks that it is strange that the new objects inherits from ManagedFunction.

Conclusion: No final conclusion is made, so an updated contribution is to be submitted to the next meeting.
