Inventory Management Requirements

The following requirements shall apply for Inventory Management over Itf-N.

1. Inventory data is defined as information pertaining to HW(FW), and optionally SW units of 3G Networks.  Examples of inventory data are described in Annex 1.

2. It shall be possible for the IRP Manager to initiate the upload (IRP Agent to IRP Manager) of inventory data over Itf-N.

3. It shall be possible to scope the inventory data to be uploaded from the IRP Agent, e.g.  inventory data for a NodeB,  an RNC,  or all the NEs managed by the IRP Agent.

4. It shall be possible to filter the inventory data to be uploaded from the IRP Agent, e.g.  HW units of a certain type in the network.

5. The Inventory Management NRM shall include information so that the IRPManager can query an IRPAgent to establish information about the physical topology of the 3G Network Network. The Inventory Management NRM physical topology information supplied by an IRPAgent shall be to information and NEs within its domain. This information maybe either implicitly derivable by the IRPManger from the NRM information provided by the IRPAgent (e.g. by how an NRM Inventory Objects have been instantiated), or explicitly from physical information that can be the derived by the IRPAgent from the NEs within its domain.

6. It shall be possible to retrieve the full logical topology (i.e. for “link” type objects IubLink,  IurLink, IucsLink, etc) from inventory data and CM data. (For further study).
