It is important for UEM to know what type of equipment is being managed. From TS 32.150 and TR 32.802 the IMEI is likely to have an important role in this. The IMEI and IMEISV have been restructured to combine the TAC and FAC fields. The separate 6-digit TAC (Type Approval Code) and 2-digit FAC (Final Assembly Code) have been replaced with an 8-digit TAC (Type Allocation Code).

Note there does not seem to be a simple way of determining whether the TAC is 6 or 8 digits in a specific IMEI.
