4 Review of input documents 

4.1 Tdoc S5-036118 (Motorola: 32.102 Add New Subclause to IS Template for Notification Related IOCs)
This contributions should not have been resubmitted to WTC-C2 as was already approved at last meeting by this RG group and SWG-C. 

Conclusion: Referred back to SWG-C again for submission to SA5.

4.2 Tdoc S5-036230r1 (Motorola: 32.102 Add New Subclause to IS Template for Notification Related IOCs)
Difference between revison R1 and initial version was explained i.e. to correct error in front sheet re: front sheet should have read “Rel-4” not “Rel-5”.

Conclusion: The CR was approved and agreed to be forwarded to SWG-C with recommendation to submit SA5 for approval with new Tdoc number S5-036320.

4.3 Tdoc S5-036277 (Motorola: Proposal for an 'Information Model IRP' to enable NMC IRPManager to get IRPAgent's VS current views over Itf-N)
Motorola (Trevor) presented the contribution and addressed comments and questions. Motorola believe the proposed IRP would be of significant in assisting and simplifying the development of applications at the NMC level. It may also assist resolving potential future issues with Vendor Specific XML schemes being aligned over the Itf-N, for example, for Bulk CM. Currently there is no formal standardized way of aligning vendor specific data definition between NMC and NEM. It was also suggested the IRP may help address backward compatibility issues that may arise, e.g. during WT09 R6 work. The main points coming out of the discussion were:

· Ericsson (Edwin) expressed concern that introducing the IPR would introduce a formal standard grammar language for up loading the IS Interface and NRM information, which may conflict with some vendors existing implementations as there is currently no formally defined grammar. 

· Ericsson (Edwin) expressed concern that introducing the IPR may duplicate information already defined in solutions sets e.g. IDL and XML. Motorola (Trevor), acknowledge this may be the case, but clarified it was proposed the model information uploaded to the IRPManager for use by MNC applications would contain significantly more information, for example it would contain all information on IOC as specified in the current IS Interface and NRM specifications for both standard and vendor specific information.

· Nortel (Frédéric) proposed given the most likely significant impact of the proposal it should be considered for R7 rather than R6. It was generally accepted the effort to work the complete IRP would be significant, R7 consideration may therefore now be most appropriate.
· Nortel (Frédéric) suggested the proposal and ideas expressed in the contribution should be kept in mind when addressing Backward Compatibility issues in R6 WT as a subset of the proposal may help resolving some issues there. 
Conclusion: The proposal should be subject to further study. Some of the ideas and suggestions should be considered when addressing backward compatibility and vendor specific data. Addressing a complete solution in R6 due to effort involved and current workload seems unlikely. R7 may be more realistic, but the ideas should be kept open during R6 as they may help resolve issues and aid possible future alignment with a R7 solution.

4.4 Tdoc S5-036290 (Siemens: Visibility Qualifier Definition Enhancements)
Siemens (Olaf) presented the CR and addressed questions, clarifications and comments. The points that arose were:

· Ericsson (Edwin) questioned and doubted it was possible to map the proposal into CMIP solutions.

· Ericsson (Edwin) expressed concern with the proposal as it would dilute the original intent of the current NRM explicit qualifiers. 

· Ericsson (Edwin) expressed the opinion the best solution is to resolve the issue by removing qualifiers where they are not of use e.g. internal items as suggested in earlier Ericsson proposal on “visibility” is more appropriate.

Conclusion: Current proposal not accepted. Ericsson will resubmit contribution in the same area to next meeting #33bis. There will further discussion offline. 

4.5 Tdoc S5-036299 (Ericsson: 32.102 Rel6 Add New “network qualifier” column to IS Template for IOC attributes)
Ericsson (Thomas) presented the CR and address questions, clarification and comment: Main points arising from the discussion were:

· Nortel (Frédéric) indicated they support the principle of the proposal. They suggesting adding note to clarify the NE userDefinedState meaning. Agreed.
· Motorola (Trevor) indicated they also support the idea in principle the possibility of identifying what is “network affecting” and what is not.
· CMCC (Dr Li) stated they support the idea of identify what is network affecting. They suggest adding example(s). Agreed.
· It was suggested a reference should be included when service affecting items are identified. Agreed.
· It was suggested should add further explanation of “normally”. Agreed.
· Edwin questioned what is legal to send in the case of context B i.e. is it illegal to send non-Network affecting changes. Thomas stated he thought everything (Network and non-network affecting) was legal for context B. It was agreed should add clarification e.g. add note after second sentence.
· CMCC (Dr Li) raised the point that Context A & B are not defined here. Need to clarify what they are. Agreed.
· Nortel (Frédéric) suggested need to clarify the definition in context of the different types of IRPs. Agreed.
· Edwin suggested the “note” paragraph with “forbidden”, should be rewritten without double negative i.e. construct should on what is “allowed”, not “not forbidden”. Agreed.
· Telcordia (Krishna) suggested need to define and agree what “Network Affecting” is in this context. Agreed.
Conclusion: Ericsson will resubmit the contribution addressing the agreed suggestions above.
4.6 Tdoc S5-036303 (Ericsson: Need for notifyEvent)
Ericsson (Edwin) presented the resubmitted updated contribution following the last meeting and addressed questions and comments.

· Motorola (Dave) questioned why remove “specificProblem”. Edwin clarified for specific events they should be mapped to an appropriate 3GPP specified alarm event and not the proposed new notifyEvent.  NotifyEvent should be used only for “state-less” events. Agreed. 
· CMCC (Dr Li) Question why only applies to vendor specific events. Agreed will clarify.
Conclusion: Ericsson will resubmit a proposed change to Notification and Kernel IRPs based on the latest contribution and comments received.
