4 Review of input documents 

4.1 Tdoc S5-036273r2

· S5-03273r1 did not contain any changes compared with S5-036055 from SA5#32bis. S5-036273r2 was given to the rapporteur during the session.

· The last version of the specification must be used.

· The use of C (conditional) was not intended as it is used by SWG C. CMCC will consider how they would like to change it.

· The attributes mcc and mnc should be deleted from the SubNetwork IOC., as it does not allows an operator to manage cells, RNCs and Node Bs in different countries, according to T-Mobile. These attributes are already included in other IOCs. CMCC will evaluate their position on having these attributes in the SubNetwork IOC.

· With the proposed values of the attribute standardType, it does not allow that FDD and TDD cells can exist in a SubNetwork. If it is extended with values that allows mixed modes, it would be acceptable for T-Mobile. Motorola and Ericsson asked how this attribute shall be used, as it does not seem to be used by the network element. The information should be kept in the NMS.

· AI on all: Check if the use of the attributes setOfCc and setOfNdc are unambiguously defined in the referred specification.
· Some editorial comments were given.
