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1. Overall Description:

CPWP would like to thank 3GPP SA5 for their reply LS (S5-034036) on ‘Standardisation of call records for WLAN usage’.

We have reviewed the LS and have provided responses and further clarifications to your questions below.

· Hot spot identification

Is this parameter referring to an identification of the WLAN access point?
CPWP would like this to be the physical hotspot in clear writing (ISO 646), e.g. Zürich Airport, Hilton Paddington, etc.  Something that makes sense to the user, i.e. not the actual physical identification of an antenna.
· IP address of the node which has created the ticket (Accounting)
SA5 assumes this means the IP address of the node providing the charging information, which may be different from the one producing the final CDRs. For example, in GPRS the final CDRs are created by the CGF based on charging information being generated in the GSNs.
CPWP confirms your assumption.
· IP address of the local and home radius server (Authentication and Authorization)
SA5 assumes that the above mentioned servers refer to the 3GPP AAA servers, as described in TS 23.234. SA5 would further like to understand the purpose of outputting these IP addresses on the CDR(s).

CPWP confirms your assumption.  Access to these IP addresses would facilitate the resolution of customer care issues.
· Cause for termination

Are there some  specific values that CPWP requires to be captured by this parameter?

Regarding prepaid – Credit limit reached.

The parameter is also needed for Customer Care purposes i.e. Normal termination, Management intervention…etc.
· Access point of the target IP network 
SA5 assumes that this is equivalent to the APN in GPRS. 

CPWP confirms your assumption.
· Correlation of CDRs across multiple WLAN sessions 
Finally, regarding the correlation of CDRs across multiple ‘WLAN sessions’, SA5 assumes that a ‘WLAN session’ is equivalent to a GPRS PDP context. Provided that this is the case, this kind of correlation is currently not possible, but SA5 will further investigate this issue.
CPWP would like to clarify that we are not asking for correlation of CDRs across multiple WLAN sessions (as experienced by the user).  We are asking for correlation of ALL CDRs generated as a result of ONE WLAN session (as experienced by the user).
· Generation of WLAN CDRs 
In addition, CPWP kindly asks that it be possible to generate CDRs in the Visited Network for each WLAN session (as experienced by the user).
