· Release 6 UEM work

· The UEM Rapporteur Report from SA5#33 was approved.

· It is estimated that the User Equipment Management BB
is 12% complete. The work is done against WID S5-032110 (SP-020608).

· 3 presented "Comments on UEM TS32.150" (S5-032210). There was some discussion about requirement 150 on charging. An alternative proposal was that requirement 150 should be replaced by "It shall be possible to generate charging information". It was pointed out that all charging responsibility has been handed over to SWG-B. The contribution was accepted.

· The contribution "S32.150 – Framework for section 4" (S5-032216) was presented by 3. It was agreed that error reporting should be added to the framework as well. The contribution was accepted.

·  3 presented "Comparison of UEM and OMA Device Management" (S5-032211). This compared the similarities between UEM and OMA DM and found that there is high degree of overlap between them. 

· AWS's contribution was displayed "Comparison on SuM, UEM, and Trace Management leveraging OMA and 3GPP Standardization" (S5-032217). It indicated that UEM and DM can be complementary and recommends that UEM is rescoped to essential area that have 3GPP-specific priorities with no-overlap with OMA DM.

· Ericsson presented "UEM presentation" (S5-032222). This summarised the OMA DM activities and listed the Managed Objects that are under consideration in OMA. It was proposed that all UE Management activities should be moved to OMA and that the UEM WID should be updated to remove overlapping work with OMA. The SWG-A chairman said that more analysis was needed before this conclusion could be reached.

· France Télécom presented the contribution "General comments on Device Management" (S5-032223). The document identifies the strengths of UEM and also the threats: fragmentation of solutions, security risks and delays in standardization.

· The O2 Group Technology document "FOR ACTION - Template for "OMA Overlap" preparation" (S5-032224) was discussed. An agreed response to the template was documented in S5-032229.

· Work has begun on identifying the differences between the 3GPP UEM and the OMA Device Management work. Contribution S5-032229 contains an initial list. Companies volunteered to produce contributions with a more detailed analysis of the differences for the next meeting.

· A schedule was agreed to ensure the UEM BB work item description would be updated in time for SA#20. See S5-032231.

· A liaison was received from SA2 that included TS 23.240 3GPP Generic User Profile - Architecture; Stage 2 (Release 6). SA5 were asked to reference TS 23.240. Delegates had a number of questions about TS 23.240. T-Mobile agreed to arrange a telephone conference call with some S2 delegates to resolve the questions from the SuM and UEM sessions.

· A joint meeting was held between SWG-A and T2 SWG2 at SA5#33bis. UEM was discussed and SWG-A explained that the WID UEM BB is to be updated. See the report for the joint meeting S5-033202.
