4 Review of input documents 

4.1 S5-036224 (RG Report from #33)


The backwards compatibility issue was discussed; Motorola (Dave Raymer) was unable to add  a coherent and understandable “Backwards Compatibility” best practice to the slide pack.  A discussion was held regarding what BC means to SA-5 in terms of XML.  In a nutshell, the agreement that was reached was that backwards compatibility (for 3GPP SA-5 XML solution sets) means that between two successive (adjacent) versions of  an XML solution set, there is no impact to instance documents defined in terms of said XML Solution Set

Consensus reached:  rapporteur group report for WT 14 meeting at #33 was approved

4.2 S5-036475 (CR)

Nortel (Frederick Bonneau) presented a general introduction for the five inter-related CRs provided by Nortel.   An outcome of the introduction was that SA-5 shall not use the “suffix” of “Type”, when naming a complex type, as the name spaces of types is separate from the naming space of elements within any given XML namespace.  That is to say that a name can be reused between a complexType and an element within the same XML namespace.  This convention was accepted by the RG and will result in updates to the Motorola tdoc (S5-036467)



Consensus: the contribution was  remanded to Nortel for a editorial change to include the explicit statement that the application of this CR to the XML Solution Set/file format definition will produce and identical instance  produced by use of an unmodified version of the XML solution se/file format schema, with the exception of the version of the XML solution set/file format schema referenced with the prologue of the instance document and the version indicated within the fileFormatVersion tag within the content of the file.

4.6 S5-036479 (CR)

Nortel presented the CR in a similar fashion to S5-036475.

4.7 S5-036467 (CR)

Nortel comments: 

1. Drop TopType, in favor of the Mapping table approach – Motorola agreed

2. ExternalGsmCell and ExternalUtranCell are not “really” intended to be subclasses of ManagedFunction; in that they can not be contained within a ManagedElement.  The XML needs to be fixed to reflect this, as do the actual NRMs.  It was decided that Motorola would create the CRs to propose “fixes”
 Additionally, it was “discovered” that according to the text within TS32.622, an instance of ManagedElement may contain zero or more ( 0..n ) instances of a ManagedFunction; yet the UML diagrams in TS 32.622  do not reflect this.  The UML in TS32.622 Needs to be updated.


Consensus: The contribution was remanded to  Motorola to address the above issues, continue to “fill in” detail and resubmit an updated version of the contribution to the next meeting (SA-5 #34).
