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1 Call to order

5 Review of previous meeting report

The meeting report from SA5#33bis was reviewed and approved without changes.

6 Review of action items

The action items were reviewed. The list of action items can be found in Annex B of this report. As agreed earlier, action items that have been closed earlier are not included (can be tracked from earlier reports). Thus, the list contains new action items (from this meeting), action items that have been issued earlier but are still open (renumbered with reference to the earlier number), and action items that were closed in this meeting.

There was a note from the SA5 Chair that AI xx/34 should be closed as soon as possible and that issues like referencing a legal document like a EU directive is not considered on the WG level. There was a consensus on adding a very general note on the responsibility of the implementers and users of the Trace feature. Lucent took an action item (AI 34/02) to produce a proposal for such an addition for SA5#34bis.

7 Proposal for working methods in Trace RG

The TDoc S5-038319 (source SWGD Chair, a revision of S5-038210) provides a proposal for working methods in Trace RG. This document was discussed under the agenda item 2.5 (WT1) but is reported here as it also covers more issues than only WT1 issues. 

The conclusions from the discussion were as follows:

1. The RG agreed on some textual changes in the text and after these changes found a consensus on the contents.

2. During the discussion it was noted that SWG-D/Trace RG should be very careful in the future when communicating with other WGs to not ask comments on the requirements defined by SA5/SWG-D but only to ask for solutions fulfilling the requirements.

3. A revised document S5-038341 (according to the agreements made in this meeting) will be produced by the SWG-D chair (AI 34/03) and will be stored for reference in the “adm” directory on the server (http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/tsg_sa/WG5_TM/Adm/).

8.1 Proposal for editorial corrections to TS 32.421

The RG agreed that the proposed changes can either be included in a later CR (if a suitable CR against 32.421 would be created later) or they could be implemented by MCC without a CR. The Rapporteur confirmed from MCC that the latter is possible, so these issues need not be included in a CR but can be implemented by the MCC whenever there’s an update to TS 32.421. As a reminder of this, a note of these changes is included in Annex D of this report.

8.2 Proposal for working methods in Trace RG

8.3 Restricting IMEI based Tracing

There was a lengthy discussion on the contents of this contribution. The RG first had a look at the contribution itself and then to the email discussion concerning the issue (held on the SWG-D reflector as agreed in SA5#33bis). 

The discussion that followed the presentation of the contribution brought up several concerns for this contribution and as there was no consensus on its contents, it was merely noted by the RG. The RG agreed to wait for a response from RAN3 (since there has been no response to the LS that was sent to RAN from SA5#32) before continuing the discussion on these issues and to concentrate on TS 32.422 (first priority) and on TS 32.423 (second priority) with the existing set of requirements (as documented in TS 32.421 v6.1.0).

9.1 Trace session activation in CS and PS domain

During the trace sessions Nokia produced two revisions of this document. The final agreements based on the second revision S5-038327r2 are reported in section 9.4 below.

9.2 Trace session activation in CS and PS domain, rev1

This is the first revision of S5-038327, created from S5-038327 after the Trace RG sessions on Wednesday May 21, and reviewed during the last Trace RG session on Thursday May 22. See section 9.4 below.

9.3 Trace session activation in CS and PS domain, rev2

This is the second revision of S5-038327, created from S5-038327r1 after the Trace RG sessions on Thursday May 22, and is to be used as a reference by the editor of TS 32.422 when including the agreed portions of the contribution to TS 32.422. See section 9.4 below.

9.4 Conclusions on S5-038327, S5-038327r1 and S5-038327r2

The conclusions were as follows:

1. A new section for mobility (from CN perspective) will be needed to TS 32.422. The RG agreed on the principle of allowing trace activation for a visiting subscriber only from the visited network itself, not from the home network. Another question is whether it should be possible for the operator not to make this restriction. The contents of this contribution on the mobility (Tracing Roaming Subscribers) issue need to be revised, a revision would be provided by Nokia to SA5#34bis (AI 34/04). This issue will also be included in the list of unclear issues in TS 32.421 (Annex D of this report).

2. The rest of the contents (thus excluding the roaming part) of the second revision of this contribution will be included in the next revision of TS 32.422 (AI 34/05).

3. A note was added to the figure to say that it is just an example.

9.5 Triggering event definition for CN NEs

The contribution S5-038324 was discussed with the following conclusions:

1. It was clarified that the start and stop triggering events are independent from the activation methods.

2. The RG agreed that an update of this contribution will be needed to SA5#34bis (AI 34/06). Issues needing clarification are e.g. availability of identification, differentiation between sent/received messages, relationship between start triggering event (message) and the first message to be recorded.

3. This would be inserted in section 5 of TS 32.422 but it still needs further study and response from the CN groups (when the needed LSs are sent to them).

9.6 Detailed Trace requirement for CN NEs

The contribution S5-038323 was not discussed because the agreed revisions to the other two contributions (see above) would mean changes to this one too. Therefore an action item (AI 34/07) was given to Nokia to produce a revision of this to SA5#34bis, taking into account the agreements on S5-038324 and S5-038327 (r2).

9.7 Draft TS 32.422 v042

It was agreed that a clean version of the draft TS would be produced by the TS editor (AI 34/05) and be sent to the reflector within a week from the meeting. All additions agreed in this meeting would be then made with change tracking on and be sent as a new contribution to SA5#34bis.

1. The TS 32.421 gives an implicit impression that a Trace Session cannot be rejected. However, this should be possible, even if no limits to simultaneous session etc. are defined in the TS but are left as implementation-specific. The rejection issue is not clearly specified in TS 32.421

2. The independent generation of Trace Recording Session References in different NEs and the uniqueness of them within a Trace Session may be in contradiction. This is basically caused by a) the requirement for uniqueness in both activation methods (i.e. also for management activation), and b) the bullet point in sub-clause 5.3.1 in TS 32.421 allowing the activation of the same Trace Session to several NEs. Changing either of these could solve the problem.

3. The need for IMSI/IMEI in Trace Session deactivation came up. This may need further study.

4. The requirements for stopping of a Trace Recording Session may need some further clarification

5. There is no text in TS 32.421 on what is mandatory and what is optional. This may need clarifications.

6. There is not yet any precise information on the triggering events in the Trace TSs. This needs to be added later on. All that can be said at the moment is that so far the view within the Trace RG is that the triggering events would follow the basic guidelines in GSM 12.08 (i.e. the kind of events that would be used as triggering events).

7. The last bullet in sub-clause 5.2 in TS 32.421 is unclear. An obvious error in it was corrected with CR S5-038139 but the content of the bullet is still unclear. It’s meaning should be clarified (why this information is here), currently the text does not explain that it is needed for identification purposes in the reported data (inclusion of both two references to the reported trace data).

8. There is need for clarification concerning the terminology in the Introduction (mobile type vs. MS).
