GSMA CPWP thanks 3GPP SA5 and 3GPP T2 to follow up on our requirement to enable service charging for roaming MMS subscribers.

When reviewing the recent LS from SA5 (S5-034256) and the corresponding change request to TS 32.235 (S5-034219) we have noted that currently it is only planned to cover the MMS submission transaction. A number of operators, however, have stated that they are considering to charge a service price for “incoming roaming MMS” even where the “domestic” retail charging principle applied is “sending party pays” (i.e. MMS retrieval within the home network  would in general be free of charge for the recipient). Naturally where operators charge for incoming MMs in general at the retail level (i.e. apply a “both party pay” principle) it may also be required to distinguish between MMs received at home or abroad.

Therefore we kindly ask SA5 to investigate the possibility to add the PLMN identification also to the CDRs covering MMS retrieval.
