Access Diversity

Different user have accesses from a number of networks and network types – HSS covers all access modes (23.008 to cover all access modes Chapter 2.1.1.2)

Device Diversity (Terminal Capabilities)
Different user have different user terminals (UE) and user terminal types that have different methods of configuration and a widely varying capabilities – (Out of SuM scope, but possible influence on MMS)

Multi-Vendor Environment
Operators using multiple vendors' equipment and have problem with proprietary interfaces and the need to support different access-, configuration methods etc in parallel– Out of SuM scope
New Services  and  Configurations

Operators have problem to introduce new subscription and services without complicated user configurations in a secure manner –Not applicable to this use case

Self Care
Operators have problem to create customer self care centre applications (e.g. SuM) –Not applicable to this use case
VASP Interface
Virtual Network Operators, VASPs, and content providers etc requiring standardised interfaces amongst them – Out of Rel. 6 scope

Contract & Setting

No settings or commercial relationships are made between the subscriber and Network Operator. –Contract has been signed as a pre-condition
