Presented by Jörg

Comments:

· Ericsson’s position is to do this change (to move the IRP related details out of 32.102) but keep the IRP rules separate from the 32.300.

· Nortel Networks supported Ericsson’s position

· Telcordia also supported Ericsson’s position.

· Siemens also favours keeping the two issues separate.

· Jörg stated that Motorola also now believes, in the light of recent feedback and ongoing reorganisation of SA5 SWG structure, it would be good to have the IRP rules & definitions in separate documents. It is proposed to put them in the 32.15x-series.

Conclusion : Agreed to move the IRP rules & definitions to separate new documents. It is proposed to put them in the 32.15x-series. We also agreed (very good !) on action items to create relevant CRs for the different portions of this work to the next meeting as follows :

AI on Motorola : CR for main portion of 32.102 chapter 10 (create a new document numbered 32.150, with chapter 10 plus annexes D, E and F from 32.102).

AI on Ericsson : CR for Annex C (remove from 32.102 and create a new document 32.151 where former Annex C is placed).

AI on Siemens : CR for Annex G (remove from 32.102 and create a new document 32.152 where former Annex G is placed).
8.2 S5-036614 (Criteria for M and O Qualification; source Ericsson)

Presented by Edwin

Questions: -

Comments:

· Frederic: “Nortel Networks thinks it is good to analyse and try to improve this. We are considering a new CR to introduce a new “conditionally optional” qualifier, to cover cases which we have today already, where some optional qualifiers have definitions like ‘this is O but shall be present if…’. Thus, many of the existing “O’s” should be replaced by such a Qualifier, and that should remove many of the problems we have with Optional.”

· Jörg: Motorola supports Ericsson’s contribution and also Nortel Networks’ idea, but would like to see the CR before we give further comments on that.

· Clemens: Would like to see a stronger statement that “too many O’s should be avoided”. Reply by Edwin: Agree that this is important. But we should avoid making the M and O decisions focused on the vendors’ situation only. Jörg: Agree with Edwin – we should look at it from a market situation, and then it may sometimes be necessary with a larger number of O’s. 

· Rick: Agree, but if there are many O’s there are so many combinations that could be implemented. That could make it very difficult to handle for the NM or a systems integrator. So we may need something more to handle this problem, like e.g. profiles of IRPs etc.

· Jörg. Also look at the example of Bulk CM vs. Inventory mgmt IRP

Conclusion: This will be further discussed at a joint session with A/C/D in Cork, and Edwin may or may not update the document as input to that meeting.

Ad-hoc meeting in Cork the 10-11 July?
Background: CMCC in Berlin proposed an ad-hoc meeting in connection with the Cork meeting, the 10-11 July, to progress the CMCC related WTs (WT01, WT02, WT03, WT06), in parallel with the joint C/D ad-hoc meeting on PM IRP. Motorola also offered to host the meeting if it is requested.

Discussion (also based on input via email in response to an inquiry sent out by the SWGC chair):

All Chinese delegates expressed their support for the meeting.

Telcordia also initially expressed support for the meeting.

Motorola expressed some concerns about which WTs that should be included, and wanted to reduce that. WT07-related issues should be discussed in the D ad-hoc, and WT02 issues they felt would not be useful to progress at this ad-hoc. But in general they are positive to have this ad-hoc, and they would attend it if held.

T-Mobile didn’t want to include WT01, as they probably cannot join the ad-hoc and have concerns about WT01. Tapinder as a conclusion didn’t even want the meeting as such to take place. Therefore he said he would need to ask the ad-hoc delegates to present and re-discuss everything output from the ad-hoc, in the ordinary meeting the week after.

Ericsson expressed concerns that it would be in conflict with the SWGD ad-hoc meeting, and key delegates from Ericsson and other companies would not be able to attend both sessions at the same time. Therefore Ericsson agreed with T-Mobile that there is a large risk for having to re-discuss, not everything but much, of the output from the ad-hoc in the ordinary meeting, the week after. Ericsson therefore requested SWGC not to hold this C ad-hoc but focus on the D ad-hoc this time. Ericsson is definitely positive to holding a C ad-hoc on these issues at some other time.

After this comment and following the discussions, Krishna (Telcordia) also changed his mind and said that it is probably not such a good idea to have this meeting after all, as there is a risk for conflict with the D ad-hoc and all people are not in agreement that we should hold this meeting. Thus Telcordia supported Ericsson’s and T-Mobile’s position.

Nortel Networks stated that in general they want to minimise the number of ad-hoc meetings, but they were neutral to whether we should hold this particular meeting or not. But if it is held they would attend it.

Conclusion: Due to the above discussion, and in addition the uncertainty that some Chinese delegates still may have travel restrictions like they had this week (even if they are optimistic about the chances to go, it can not be guaranteed, and if that would happen the meeting would of course become even less meaningful), the SWGC chair (Thomas) felt obliged to take the decision NOT to hold this C ad-hoc - for the reasons that all decisions in SWGC as well as SA5 are taken in consensus, and we did not have a consensus to arrange this meeting. We should not jeopardize the success of the D ad-hoc, and we should not plan for and hold a C ad-hoc which several delegates are against.
