Should the query find no matching subscription profiles, or subscription profile components then an empty set is returned.

	Step 1n
	A Query is made of the profile repository using keyword, status, and/or descriptive text to see confirm what profiles already exist.

	Search for profiles

	Step 2
	Using the results of step 1 identify potential and obtain existing profile data, and analyse if they are suited for use in the new service's master profile.
	
	

	Step 3
	Identify the need for new components, with the required supporting parameters and default values.
	
	

	Step 4
	Create a new master subscription profile for the new service with the supporting set of subscription profile components and the order (if necessary) that the subscription profile components should be applied. 
	
	

	Step 5
	Define the permitted set and range of parameters that may be used for end user customisation,
	
	

	Step 5
	Test the new master subscription profile and record its status (Draft, tested, ready for deployment)

	A check has already been performed that the change will not harm any existing services that are using this profile component.
	
	

	Step 1
	A Query is made of the profile repository to obtain this specific subscription profile component
	
	Search for profiles

	Step 2
	The subscription profile templates status is marked to indicate it is being updated.
	
	

	Step 3
	Existing parameters are adjusted, and if necessary new parameters added, before the subscription profile template updated.
	
	

	Step 4
	The amended profile is tested
	
	Search for profiles

	Step 5
	When successfully tested, The status is amended to reflect the profile is available
	
	

	Ends when
	The profile manager suspends or completes the editing of the subscription profile component.
	
	

	Post Condition
	A new subscription profile has been created with a defined status

	Pre conditions
	A modification of existing parameters has been found necessary to fulfil a service.
	
	

	Step 1
	The subscription profile component profiles for the service, referencing the parameters are obtained
	
	Search for profiles

	Step 2
	Check if any services might be impacted by the modification(s) to verify that the change necessary to make one service function correctly is not to the detriment of any other service.
	
	

	Step 3
	Amend the parameter for all subscription profile components that do not cause detrimental side effects on other services.
	
	

	Step 4
	For subscription profile components that do have a detrimental effect on other services, define a new replacement subscription profile component 


	
	Create a new subscription profile component

	Step 5
	Amend the reference to the new subscription profile component in the master subscription profile for the service
	
	Edit subscription profile component parameter and value set

	After the subscription profile, or subscription profile component is redundant then remove it from the subscription profile repository

	The subscription profile/subscription profile component has been deleted.
	
	

	Post Condition
	The subscription profile / subscription profile component no longer exists
	
	

	Exceptions
	The identified subscription, or subscription profile component does not exist.
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
