Building Block “Bearer Charging”
Work progress: on schedule

Work Task 1:  “Align PS domain online charging with WLAN”
A draft of TS 32.252 is work in progress, awaiting finalisation of the overall WLAN architecture in SA2.  Once this is clear and a solution for WLAN derived, the work can be transposed into the PS domain charging specification(s).
On schedule, assuming due completion of work in SA2.
Work Task 2:  “WLAN offline charging”

A draft of TS 32.252 is work in progress, awaiting finalisation of the overall WLAN architecture in SA2.  
On schedule, assuming due completion of work in SA2.
Work Task 3:  “WLAN online charging”

A draft of TS 32.252 is work in progress, awaiting finalisation of the overall WLAN architecture in SA2.  Alignment of this work with IETF is also needed.  A new draft of the IETF credit control application is being analysed.

On schedule, assuming due completion of work in SA2 and IETF.
Work Task 4:  “WLAN online charging”

This WT comprises all necessary alignments and upgrades of TS 32.240, 32.250, and 32.251, due to the emergence of new or modified services, subsystems, and access technologies, with regards to bearer charging. Also included is the addition of functional enhancements to the above TSs.  This work is being progressed as the issues arise.  While work on TS 32.240 is also ongoing in line with SA2 progress (see above), adaptations of PS charging (32.251) are not currently foreseen but may occur when more details of WLAN charging are developed.

On schedule, assuming due completion of work in SA2.
Building Block “IMS Charging”
Work progress: on schedule

Work Task 1:  “Evolution of IMS charging to generic applications”

This work is related to TS 32.240, TS 32.260 and TS 32.299.  It is also related to IETF work on Diameter credit control application.  A draft of TS 32.240 is work in progress, the other two TSs are worked in parallel or behind the charging architecture/principles in TS 32.240 and the middle tier TSs (32.25x, 32.26x and 32.27x) that determine the scope of the application.  Thus, TS 32.299 has not yet been started but initial drafts will be based on TS 32.225.  TS 32.260 will also be based on TS 32.225.
On schedule, assuming due completion of work in IETF.
Work Task 2:  “Enhancements to IMS charging”

This work is performed while these enhancements are being specified in SA1, SA2 or CNx.  It should be noted that many enhancements on behalf of (some of) the other WGs are related to Rel-5.

On schedule, assuming due completion of work in the other WGs mentioned above.
Work Task 3:  “Analysis of Service Implications on IMS Charging”

This is a constant process handled in parallel with service charging.  As the work on IMS based service charging has not yet commenced “formally”, there are no permanent documents yet.  Work is in progress to find out which services are going to be specified in 3GPP Rel-6 or OMA, and to start work on charging in these areas.  Some stability of the stage 1 and stage 2 descriptions of these services is required to produce tangible results.
On schedule, assuming due resolution of the above question / due completion of work in 3GPP and OMA.
Work Task 4:  “Alignment of existing Stage 2 charging Specifications”

This Work Task comprises of all the necessary effort to align and upgrade TS 32.240 due to new IMS charging features and new IMS services.  TS 32.240 is work in progress in SWGB.

Building Block “Service Charging”
Work progress: on schedule

Work Task 1:  “MMS Enhancements”

This work is performed while these enhancements are being specified in 3GPP and/or OMA.  It should be noted that many enhancements  that are currently worked out, are related to Rel-5.

If the work on MMS is delayed due to its potential transfer to OMA, this would have and impact on the charging schedule as well.

On schedule, assuming due completion of work in 3GPP / OMA.
Work Task 2:  “LCS Enhancements”

The objective of this work task is to cover the impacts on the stage 2 specification TS 32.240 and generate a new stage 3 specification (TS 32.271) due to LCS enhancements.  TS 32.271 is work in progress in SWGB.

On schedule.
Work Task 3:  “Alignment of existing charging specification”

This WT comprises all necessary alignments and upgrades of existing charging specifications TS 32.240, TS 32.250, TS 32.251, TS 32.260 and TS 32.270, due to the emergence of new or modified services. Also included is the addition of functional enhancements to these specifications as far as needed for service charging.  TS 32.251 and TS 32.270 are work in progress in SWGB.  The other two TSs will be based on TS 32.205 and TS 32.225, respectively, but have not been commenced yet.

An updated list is provided in Tdoc S5-034453.  The TSs that were abandoned by their rapporteur/editor due to the withdrawal of Lucent form SWG-B (TS 32.225, 32.260 and 32.297) are taken by Ericsson (TS 32.225 and 32.260) and Nortel (TS 32.297).

SWG Chair, Vice-Chair, Rapporteur nomination/resignation
Although there is no official information, it has become obvious that the IMS rapporteur has resigned due to the withdrawal of Lucent from SWGB.  Ericsson (Patrick Teppo) will seek company internal approval to take on that responsibility as of the next meeting (this was confirmed after the end of the meeting so the official nomination is expected to take place at the next meeting).

SWG additional meetings / Joint Ad-hoc meetings with SA5-external groups
SWGB will meet additionally just before the next SA5 meeting, i.e from Wednesday, 27th August (noon) – Friday, 29th August, EOB.  Just as the main SA5 meeting during the following week, this meeting will be hosted by ETSI at their premises in Sophia Antipolis.
In line with the LS S5-034444 (see also paragraph on potential reorganisation of charging work), the CN WGs have been offered to meet with SWGB during these extra days if they so wish.
Technical issues

Achievements
TR 32.815 has been further progressed, a WI proposal for follow-on TS work (Re interface) can be expected for the next meeting.  TS 32.297 is being investigated in respect to the potential adoption of the File Transfer IRP specified in SWGC.  Initial drafts of TS 32.240, 32.270, 32.271, 32.298 are available, these TSs are expected to be brought to the plenary for information in September or December.  Initial drafts of TS 32.251 and 32.252 are being produced and should be ready for submission for information by December.
Due to the common structure of all charging TSs, many “organisational” aspects of the other TSs have also been clarified by virtue of their clarification within the existing above drafts.

The discussion on potential reorganisation of charging work in 3GPP has resulted in an agreement that no changes should be pursued within Rel-6. The original resource problems in SWGB arose from lack of continuity of representation and/or the withdrawal of key delegates by some companies. Most of these problems have now been resolved. For post-Rel-6, two proposals have been discussed in SWGB, one that would move all charging work out of SA5 into SA1, SA2 and al CN groups, the other one suggesting to concentrate even more charging work (e.g. OSA charging from CN5) into SA5 SWGB in order to form one single point of charging responsibility and thereby attract more resources. While this discussion is ongoing in SWGB, a LS (S5-034444) is proposed to ask the opinion of the addressed groups on the above two proposals.  It is also being offered to CN groups to join SWGB during the meeting at the end of August if the CN WGs wish to discuss the above proposals or other charging issues.

Problems
The discussion on the potential reorganisation of charging work in 3GPP (post-Rel-6) has cost SWGB a substantial part of its precious time, during which the whole group has been forced to be unproductive in respect to its work plan.
