1.2 Executive summary

1.2.1 Achievements of this meeting

The two input contributions to this meeting were reviewed. E/// expressed concerns about the system performance for the triggering CS requirement. However, other members support this requirement. After some discussions, the RG including E/// agreed to the CS requirements proposed by this contribution as a draft baseline, with the request from Ericsson that we should be prepared to revisit the triggering CS requirements again after the IS has been analysed in more detail. In case the group will agree on an IS solution that completely solves these triggering CS requirements, they can be kept as is). The rest of the requirements were completely agreed. Members are encouraged to take action item to prepare contribution if they think it is necessary to revisit requirement in the next meeting.
Regarding the CS IS, Motorola expressed concern whether the operation “setHeartbeatPeriod” should be M or O, even for the necessary for this operation. E/// also has the same concern for the M or O. China Mobile response that if we lose the “setHeartbeatPeriod” in multi vendor management environment, it is difficult for operator to adjust different vendor’s private heartbeat values in a suitable heartbeat period. However, China Mobile could consider this comment and rework this contribution.

Presented practically by Li Yewen from China Mobile

[E///]: E/// expressed concern about the CORBA system performance by triggering CS requirement.

[China Mobile]: If several times triggering CS operation caused the performance of vendor’s Itf-N, the performance and reliability of that vendor’s product is in doubt and may not be passed the test by operator and also can’t be used in real network.

[E///]: Triggering CS requirement means the solution set. We may need to reword it.

[T-Mobile]: This is the requirement. It is not necessary to modify them again.

4.2 R6 CR S5‑ S5-036766 – CR 32.302 CS IS

Presented practically by Li Yewen from CHINA Mobile.

· Motorola: Nevertheless still has concerns as regards first step spontaneous heartbeat notification functionality related operation "setHeartbeatPeriod", in that this operation affects the emission of heartbeat notifications for several IRPManagers and not only for the calling IRPManager.
