The Editor presented the updated draft of 32 341 – notable discussion points:

· Use of “should” instead of “shall” recommended regarding requirements on operations & notifications (IS topic)

· FileDeleted notification should only be emitted if deletion is caused by other reasons than file expiration date reached

· 5.3, 1st bullet: “or sftp” to be deleted

· 5.3, 2nd bullet: to add “”to protect the integrity of the IRPAgent’s File System” 

· Capitalization of ftp/sftp

Editor will provide an updated version of the FT IRP Requirements document as S5-036938R1, incorporating aspects addressed above as well as adjustments agreed during the meeting.

4.4 S5-036939: 32.342 V0.0.3 – File Transfer IRP IS

Not discussed due to lack of available meeting time – in addition, to be merged with S5-036939.

4.5 S5-036977: China Mobile Place FTP server in IRPAgent side

China Mobile presented this contribution, proposing to swap the FTP client & server side on IRP Manager & IRP Agent. Deliberation took place resulting in the conclusion that WT07 agreed to adopt this change while also adding security considerations in this context (namely making SFTP available as a first step – this may be complemented by additional capabilities, to be specified by SWG-C WT01).
