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1. Overall Description:

SA5 SWG D thanks RAN3 for the liaison statement regarding Trace in UTRAN.

Action 1:

SA5 SWGD would like to inform RAN3 that the requirement from TS 32.421 quoted in the RAN3 LS is to be understood in the context of the line of text just above the list of bullets (of which the quoted one is the last): “The high level requirements for starting a Trace Recording Session, specific to Management activation, are as follows:” 
SWGD’s requirement is for having the identifiers available in the NEs for the Trace Recording Session as early as possible (in the context of starting that specific Trace Recording Session). There is no requirement from SA5 SWGD of having the identifiers systematically available for all Iu connections.

Thus, SA5 SWGD thinks that the solutions that are on the table in RAN3 are not contradicting the requirement in TS 32.421. However, SA5 SWGD will consider whether some clarification in TS 32.421 would be needed.

Action 2:

The requirements for Trace over Iu is fulfilled, by the proposed solution.

What is not addressed by that proposal is the provisioning of the subscriber and equipment identifiers to a DRNC. Since this part is a bit unclear in the last version of 32.421, SA5 SWG D would like to clarify that requirement:

For management activation the identifiers [IMSI and IMEI(SV)] shall be made available also to the DRNC. This because a Trace Session, e.g. with the trigger condition incoming handover, can be ordered in an RNC which is a DRNC.

Regarding the question about ensuring a functioning multi-vendor environment, SA5 SWG-D consider a solution for release 6 to be acceptable, if the consistency between different management systems is ensured by the operator. The Itf-N interface between an Element Manager and a Network Manager is intended to be standardised in a later release.

2. Actions:
