Dr. Li Yewen from China Mobile presented contributions S5-036769 and S5-036446. 

· Rapporteur group understood the requirement from China Mobile regarding file asynchronous method to get large active alarm. (1) Currently, active alarm is stored in memory. 3GPP fault management requirement define that the memory for active alarm is recycle and can be covered which result in alarm lost. If using file method to get active alarm, this problem could be addressed. (2) Currently, there is synchronization method in CORBA using iterator to get active alarm. However, test result is waiting for which is better between CORBA synchronization method and file asynchronous method to get the final decision. 

· Rapporteur group understood the requirement from China Mobile regarding retrieval of alarm history information via file method. The main reason is as follows. (1) The standardization speed of NotificationLog IRP in R6 is too slow. (2) The NotificationLogIRP may depend on Log Service of CORBA. However, the performance of Log Service product may not be stable enough.
China Mobile will resubmit above two contributions and keep them alive

Dr. Li Yewen presented the “China Mobile Discussion on alarm report performance of NBI” . Rappouteur group agreed in principle that this is a good idea. However, Some valuable comments are given as follows.
· Proposed  “Alarm Real-Time Delay “has relationship with hardware, even the software is the same. It is difficult to define an exact number without clear condition.
· Proposed “Alarm Information Synchronization Time Delay” has relationship with the management scope and the alarm numbers which need to be synchronized.
· “Proposed Alarm Information Synchronization Time Delay” can be fulfilled by “getAlarmList”. The performance has relationship with the iterator in CORBA reside in both side of Itf-N. One side is IRPAgent, the other side is IRPManager.
· Whether above proposed critical should be M or O need discussion.
· Define a suitable performance data is difficult.
China Mobile will rework S5-036982 and submit to next meeting.
Dr. Li Yewen presented the S5-036983 regarding the “Lacking GGSN and SGSN restart alarm”

Lucent Technologies paper discusses the use of CORBA Interface inheritance technique to specify new IDL, when the new IDL is an enhancement of the older-version-IDL.  One advantage is that the readers can quickly/easily/accurately identify portions of the Idl that are directly re-used from the older-version-IDL from the portions that are specifying new capabilities.  Another advantage is that old-Manager (using the older-version-IDL) can interact with the new-Agent (using the new-version-IDL).  

Concern is expressed that the use of this proposed Interface inheritance technique be mandated as a way to specify all 3GPP future released IDLs.  Lucent Technologies clarify that this technique should be used in the case that the newer-version capability is an enhancement of the older-version capabilities.  Whether the newer-version capability is an enhancement of the older-version capability is a decision of the relevant xxxIRP authors.  In other words, 3GPP xxxIRP authors can decide that the new-version capabilities will not be a super-set of the older-version capabilities.  In such case, the new-version-IDL will not use this technique (even this technique is standardized.)

Lucent Technologies will prepare, for the next meeting, a paper that includes the “rules/methods” used for specifying IDL based on CORBA Interface inheritance technique.
