This subclause specifies the character syntax for AttributeType and AttributeValue.

They are:

Any character except <special> where <special> is

2. The dot character ('.' ISO/IEC 8859-1 2EH) shall not be used in the AttributeType part of a DN.
3. The star character ('*', ISO/IEC 8859-1 2AH) is reserved to denote wild card. Wild card character(s) can appear in the AttributeType and AttributeValue parts of a DN
4. The dot character ('.' ISO/IEC 8859-1 2EH) shall be used in the AttributeValue part of a DN when the AttributeType is "DC". This is illustrated in the following example
                                        "DC=lme.companyZ.se".
5. The underscore character ("_" ISO/IEC 8859-1 5FH ) is reserved for vendor extensions by sub classing.
6. The space character (' ' ISO/IEC8859-1 20H ) may be used as part of the attribute type or attribute value parts of a DN.
The formal ebnf definition permits zero one or more space characters to be embedded within a distinguished name. It is recommended to restrict the number of space characters used in a DN. This is because space characters do not add to the benefit to the machine readable name and add to the storage requirements.
